The current text of the Regulation requires: "The braking system shall be so
desi gned that the conponents of the braking system of which the function and
efficiency is influenced by wear, can easily be checked.” This very genera

requirement is now fornul ated nore precisely. A high risk arises fromworn
cracked or broken friction conmponents of the braking system Therefore, it
shal |l be possible to check the wear condition of the friction conponents
visual ly or by other neans.

The proposed deletion in paragraph 5.2.1.11.2. aligns with the proposed
amendment in paragraph 5.1.4.1.
