Arabia, Oman, Qatar and Kuwait, participating foe fiirst time in WP.29. She invited these
countries to consider acceeding to the 1958 an@ P@Peements, giving them the possibility to
participate in the elaboration of vehicle regulatoand take advantage from the mutual
recognition of approvals granted, in the case efltb58 Agreement.

3. Ms. Molnar encouraged the World Forum to corgirta efforts to explore the possibility
of developing a gtr for a light vehicles emissi@stt procedure, including GGn order to
contribute to the global effort to address globakmwing. She informed the World Forum that
the secretariat initiated a project on road trartsipgpact on the global warming but it could not
obtain the internal financial support necessariidaevelopment. She invited the delegates to
study the possibilities of sponsoring such projegtexternal funds. She informed the World

9. WP.29/AC.2 reviewed the proposal by the sededtéor the agenda of the 145th session
of the World Forum, to be held in Geneva from 242%June 2008. Twelve amendments to
existing Regulations, two draft gtr and an amendnmergtrs No. 3 will be considered at that
session.

10.  The World Forum adopted the report of WP.29AGn its ninety-sixth session and its
recommendations.

24.  The GRRF Chairman, Mr. Yarnold (United Kingdoinformed the World Forum about
the results achieved by GRRF during its sixty-tisedsion (for more details see the report of the
session ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRRF/63 and Add.1).

25.  With regard to the draft gtr on Electronic SitgbControl (ESC), he reported that GRRF
had solved a large number of open questions anddtatmended the establishment by vote of
the draft gtr into the Global Registry at its J@@98 session, handing over the remaining issues
to AC.3 for policy decision at the March 2008 sessi With regard to the insertion of ESC
requirements into Regulation No. 13-H, the Worldufo agreed with the Chairman's proposal to
amend, in the transitional provisions, "30 month®' read "1 November 2011". The
representative of OICA agreed to this approach ideal the technical requirements in
Regulation No. 13-H match those in the draft gtE&C.
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26. He also informed the World Forum that GRRF badsidered Regulation No. 106 with
regard to a new definition and marking for foresdymes and had questioned the need to enlarge
the scope of the Regulation. In this respect,Waeld Forum requested GRSG to consider an
amendment to the Consolidated Resolution on thestBastion of Vehicles (R.E.3) in order to
insert a definition for non-road mobile machinery.

27.  The World Forum endorsed the GRRF Chairmanjgest to establish an Informal Group
on Brake Assist Systems (BAS) in conjunction with European Commission.

4. Working Party on Noise (GRB)
(Forty-seventh session, 19-21 February 2008)

28. The GRB Chairman reported on the results aekidsy GRB during its forty-seventh
session (for details see report of the session ERENS/WP.29/GRB/45).

29. He informed the World Forum that a represeveadf the American National Federation
of Blind had given a presentation on the risksttind people and other road users in case of
traffic with low noise vehicles (e.g. electric oyhhid vehicles) and on the need to consider a
minimum sound emission level for such vehicles.e Tapresentative of the United States of
America underlined the importance of this issue tmight that a presentation to WP.29 at a
later date might be useful. The World Forum enedrthe decision of GRB to consider this
subject in detail.

30. With regard to the provisions to regulate tb#ing resistance of tyres, being taken
forward by GRRF, the GRB Chairman expressed hieprrce to insert such requirements into
Regulation No. 117 rather than into Regulations.88sand 54 because rolling resistance of
tyres deals with environmental matters. The repregive of the Russian Federation was in
favour to include such provisions into Regulatiddvms. 30 and 52 in view of the identical test
method. The World Forum agreed to resume congidaraf this subject and to take a decision
at the June 2008 session.
