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Part One — World Forum for Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations

Attendance

1. The World Forum for Harmonization of Vehicle Régions (WP.29) held its
152" session from 9-12 November 2010 under the chashipnof Mr. B. Gauvin

Netherlands; Poland; Republic of Korea; Romaniasdan Federation; Serbia; Slovakia;
Republic of South Africa; Spain; Sweden; Switzediabkraine; United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland; United States of Aroar Representatives of the European
Union (EU) participated. The following inter-govenental organization was represented:
International Energy Agency (IEA). The following mgovernmental organizations were
also represented: International Organization of dMoVehicle Manufacturers (OICA);
International Motorcycle Manufacturers AssociatiMMA); European Association of
Automotive Suppliers (CLEPAY; Working Party “Brussels 1952” (GTB); Associatioor f
Emission Control by Catalyst (AECC); Consumers ima¢gional (Cl); the Foundation for
the Automobile and Society (FIA Foundation). At tmitation of the secretariat, the
European Tyre and Rim Technical Organization (ETR&lSo participated.

Opening statements

2. The representative of Argentina informed the M/&orum about the actions taken
in his country to increase road safety, through dreation of the National Road Safety
Agency in order to increase the safety of roadalebj among other road safety matters. He
indicated that, for the time being, the participatof Argentina would be in a consultative
capacity. He expected that, in the near future,eAtiga would become gradually a full
member of WP.29. He indicated that Argentina, Bramd Uruguay were closely
cooperating in the area of vehicle regulations.

Coordination and organization of work (agendaitem 2)

Report of the session of Administrative Committe for the Coordination
of Work (WP.29/AC.2) (agenda item 2.1)

5. The 104 session of WP.29/AC.2, considering the coordimatind organization of
work of the World Forum, was held on 8 November @Qhder the chairmanship of
Mr. B. Gauvin (France) and was attended by Canadmce, Germany, Japan, the Russian
Federation, the United Kingdom, the United StatdsAmerica and the European
Union (EU).

6. WP.29/AC.2 considered the provisional agenda fbe current session
(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1086, ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1086/Corr.1 and
ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1086/Add.1) and recommended the ificatlons mentioned in
para. 3 above.

7. WP.29/AC.2 considered the legal questions reltdehe 1958 Agreement raised at
the November 2009, March 2010 and June 2010 sessfdhe World Forum. WP.29/AC.2
noted that a proposal on legal questions and fanaling the guidelines for transitional
provisions was expected to be considered by thdd\Nrum during the session (see para.
71 below). The secretariat reported that the Offit&egal Affairs (OLA) had stated that
the corrections to the cover pages and symbolsgliRtions and their amendments could
not be legally considered as Corrigenda to the Réigus. For this reason, the three
Corrigenda adopted by the Administrative Commitiethe 1958 Agreement (AC.1) under
agenda item 4.2.19 of the June 2010 session hadrbgeted by OLA. WP.29/AC.2 noted
that OLA had suggested that the documents conceshedld be reissued with the
necessary corrections. WP.29/AC.2 also noted thatDocument Management Section
(DMS) had not accepted this suggestion and thatseeretariat was considering an
alternative solution. It was recommended that tt@pgsal under agenda item 4.10.1, the
document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2010/138 contains a pralpmscorrect the cover page of
the 08 series of amendments to Regulation No.Hayld be deleted (see para. 3(d) above).

8. WP.29/AC.2 noted the position of GRE concernthg Intelligent Transport
Systems (ITS) document of the informal group on (W82.29-150-22) and recalled that at
the next session of WP.29 in March 2011, all thmments from the GRs should be made
available for their consideration. It was clarifigwat the informal group on ITS will not
meet during this session. The secretariat repootedhe future launching of a public
consultation, through the website, of a strategiterand background document for the
incorporation of ITS into the legal instruments dcistered by the subsidiary bodies of the
Inland Transport Committee (ITC). The secretaridtlead that a road map would be
completed once the comments were received.

9. The secretariat informed the Administrative Cattea about the ongoing process to
select a suitable candidate for the new P3 post.

10. The secretariat reported on a recent meetittytive Asian Injury Prevention (AIP),
FIA Foundation and the Global Road Safety Partnprsbgarding the introduction of
protective helmets and visors in some countrieAsi. Hot and humid weather conditions
as well as the costs of protective helmets, whibvehto fulfil the provisions of Regulation
No. 22, result in limited use of protective helméfke three organizations had suggested
that WP.29 develop a new Resolution with basic igioms for light-weight protective
helmets. The above-mentioned organizations wer@efopinion that the introduction of
helmets with these requirements could be a firsp §or a later introduction in these
countries of protective helmets in conformity witthe current provisions of
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Regulation No. 22. WP.29/AC.2 recommended thatoagsal should be transmitted to the
Working Party on Passive Safety (GRSP) for conatifem at a further session.

11. The Administrative Committee noted that, in ttwse of electric vehicles, the
provisions of some Regulations, which were draffed conventional vehicles, could
represent a safety risk for passengers. WP.29/A€chmmended that WP.29 and its
subsidiary bodies should identify such potentiaksj perform a technical analysis of the
findings and propose amendments to the Regulationserned to eliminate such risks.

12. WP.29/AC.2 reviewed the draft agenda of then#i5@ession of the World Forum
and recommended the amendments mentioned in pplagsa above. It was also
recommended that agenda item 5.1 be consideredebWbrld Forum and the rest of the
agenda items regarding the 1998 Agreement be cemesicdy the Executive Committee of
the 1998 Agreement (AC.3). It was also recommentatithe Administrative Committee
of the 1997 Agreement (AC.4) should not meet duting session.

13. WP.29/AC.2 reviewed the draft agenda of therd S&ssion of the World Forum,
scheduled to be held in Geneva from 8 to 11 Mafil2

14. WP.29/AC.2 noted that, following the decisiohtlee Bureau of the ITC at its
June 2010 session, a meeting of the Chairs ofutssiBiiary Bodies would be organized
during the March 2011 session of ITC. It was reca@nded that Mr. B. Kisulenko,
Chair of the World Forum, should represent WP.29.

15.  Furthermore, the secretariat reported on (@) dtatistics of the World Forum
covering the period 2002-2009, (b) the launchingtlwé Latin America New Car
Assessment Programme (Latin NCAP) in Uruguay andtlife need to harmonize the
concepts and use of the terms “Administrative Depant”, “Technical Services” and
“Competent authorities” in the Regulations. There&riat was invited to prepare a
document on the latter issue for consideration B.29/AC.2 at its March 2011 session.

16. The World Forum adopted the report of the Adstimtive Committee on its
104" session and its recommendations.

The World Forum adopted the proposHidgecretariat with the new format of
documents (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2010/147/Rev.1), whickso a contained practical
examples of the new format. The secretariat wasestgd to post the adopted proposal at
the website and requested the WP.29 participartdtenexperts participating at the work
of its Working Parties to use this new format wisebmitting documents to the secretariat.

18.  The secretariat reported on the migration ef wkebsite to a new United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe harmonized webditevas noted that, initially, only
sixty percent of the existing website would be ratgd, but that the rest of the contents
would be available on the current website. The atign was scheduled for mid-
November 2010, subject to confirmation. The Worlitufn stressed the need to keep, as
much as possible, the current structure of the itelasid that the whole content of the
website was essential for the well functioning e &ctivities of the World Forum and of
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its six subsidiary bodies. The World Forum requetstes secretariat to maintain the current
structure of the website and that all documentsilshibbe accessible either in the new or in
the current website.

19. The World Forum noted the calendar of sesdianthe year 2011 with the inclusion
of an additional session of Working Party on Bra&ed Running Gear (GRRF) on 12 and
13 May 2011 (WP.29-152-01-Rev.1) The secretariat vemuested to reproduce it as an
annex to this report, indicating that the propektyshinth session of GRRF in
February 2011 will begin in the morning of 1 Feliyua

Highlights of the recent sessions (agenda iteBn5)

Working Party on Noise (GRB) (Fifty-second se&m, 6—8 September 2010) (agenda
item 3.5.1)

25. The GRB Chair reported on the results achidwedsRB during its fifty-second
session (for details see the report of the sedSCE/TRANS/WP.29/GRB/50).

26. He informed WP.29 that GRB had agreed to hawetailed discussion on the
evaluation parameters for Environmentally Friendghicles (EFV) regarding noise and to
hold the ninth meeting of informal group on EFVaprio the next session of GRB in the
morning of 15 February 2011. The World Forum ndteet Mr. Ch. Theis (Germany) had
been re-elected as GRB Chair for the 2011 sessions.

Working Party on Brakes and Running Gear (GRRF) (Sixty-eighth session,
21-24 September 2010) (agenda item 3.5.2)

27.  The GRRF Chair informed WP.29 about the resadtieved by GRRF during its
sixty-eighth  session (for more details see the nepwof the session
ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRRF/68).

28. He added that GRRF had agreed that, subjebetoonsent of WP.29, the terms of
reference of the informal group on an alternativethrod to assess the vehicle electronic
stability control (AMEVSC) should be extended tolirde vehicles of categories bnd N

in its work. WP.29 gave its consent.

29.  The Chair recalled that for the new Regulationlane departure warning systems
(LDWS) examples of national road marking layout®wtl be provided to GRRF for
integration into the draft Regulation. He invitde trepresentatives to send this information
in due time for consideration at the forthcomingRdRsession in February 2011.

30. He sought guidance from WP.29 on the possibibt start the proper session of
GRRF half a day later (starting on Tuesday mornimng,1 February 2011) to allow the
informal group on automatic emergency braking aadel departure warning systems
(AEBS/LDWS) to convene on Monday. WP.29 gave itsssmt.

31. He informed the World Forum that GRRF was aderéng setting up an informal
group on automatic coupling devices under Regulatio. 55. The World Forum
authorized such an informal group, subject to thiengssion to WP.29 of the appropriate
terms of reference, which should include the exgbtime period to complete the work.

32. The World Forum noted that Mr. Yarnold (Unitéthgdom) had been re-elected
GRREF Chair for the 2011 sessions.

Working Party on Light and Light-Signalling (GRE) (Sixty-fourth session,
4—7 October 2010) (agenda item 3.5.3)

33. The Chair of GRE reported on the results magléSRE during its sixty-fourth
session (for details, see the report of the sedSCE/ TRANS/WP.29/GRE/64).

34. Regarding the 1998 Agreement, he reportedattadugh most lamps installed on
today's motor vehicles satisfy all regulations orde around the world, no Contracting
Party had proposed to develop a gtr in the ardigtting and light-signalling.

35.  With regard to the 1958 Agreement, he suggetteassign to GRE Regulations
Nos. 60 and 121, currently under the responsibiifttRSG, as these Regulations relate to
the drivers’ visual information, as do all Regua related to lighting and light-signalling.
Such allocation of Regulations related to drivesisibility would allow GRE to be more

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responsive to the needs of the ITS informal graMp..29 agreed to take a decision of this
matter at its March 2011 session.

36. The Chair informed the World Forum that GREpmsed to delete all the annexes
related to lighting and light-signalling devices tbfe proposal for the Revision of the

Consolidated Resolution on the Construction of ¥elsi (R.E.3). He indicated that these
annexes would be incorporated into the HorizontfleRence Document, being developed
by the corresponding informal group. On these mattd/P.29 noted some concerns and
agreed to discuss them under agenda item 8.7 ésae 91 below).

37.  Moreover, the Chair of GRE reported that therbig Party had agreed to set up a
permanent ad hoc group of experts to work on iseelated to Regulation No. 10.

39. The GRSG Vice-Chair informed the World Forunowithe results made by GRSG
during its ninety-ninth session (for more detailse sthe report of the session
ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRSG/78).

40. He reported that GRSG had proposed to setulgject to the consent of the World

42. WP.29 noted that GRSG had agreed with the gaipfor draft Rule No. 2
(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2009/135) as well as with the jmsad for guidelines on establishing
requirements for high-priority warning signals e tco-Chairs of the ITS informal group
(WP.29-150-22).

43.  The Vice-Chair informed WP.29 about the opinmihGRSG that there was no
urgency to adopt the proposal (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/208® and its Corrigenda 1 to 4,
superseded by ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2010/145) for theisimv of the Consolidated
Resolution on the Construction of Vehicles (R.ET3)e World Forum recalled its decision
to continue consideration of this matter under dgeitem 8.7 (see paras.
