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Part One — World Forum for Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations

. Attendance

1. The World Forum for Harmonization of Vehicle Réagions (WP.29) held its 155
session from 15-18 November 2011, chaired by MKiBulenko (Russian Federation).
The following countries were represented, followRgle 1(a) of the Rules of Procedure of
WP.29 (TRANS/WP.29/690 and ECE/TRANS/WP.29/690/Ach&h Australia; Belgium;
Bosnia and Herzegovin&anada; People’s Republic of China; Czech RepuBlgtpnia;
Egypt; Finland; France; Germany; Hungary; Indieahylf Japan; Latvia; Luxemburg;
Netherlands; Norway; Poland; Republic of Korea; Rara; Russian Federation; Serbia;
Slovakia; Slovenia; Republic of South Africa; SpaBwitzerland; United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland; United StatdsAmnerica. Representatives of the
European Union (EU) participated. The following rgovernmental organizations were
also represented: International Organization foan8ardization (ISO); International
Organization of Motor Vehicle Manufacturers (OICA)nternational Motorcycle
Manufacturers Association (IMMA); European Assodat of Automotive Suppliers
(CLEPA/MEMA/JAPIA)Y Working Party "Brussels 1952" (GTB); Associatiowr f
Emission Control by Catalyst (AECC); the Foundatfon the Automobile and Society
(FIA Foundation); the International Motor Vehiclespection Committee (CITA); Union of
Technical Assistance for Motor Vehicle and RoadffltdUNATAC); FIA Foundation for
the Automobile and Society and FIA Mobility (FIA;onsumers International (Cl); SAE
International (SAE). At the invitation of the setzngat, the European Tyre and Rim
Technical Organization (ETRTO) and Integer ResedMEGER) also participated.

[I.  Opening statements made during the session

2. The Executive Secretary of the UNECE welcomesl ghrticipants and confirmed
the high importance of the World Forum for the UNEEG1e underlined that the worldwide
relevance of WP.29 was recently confirmed by th@aAd$acific Economic Cooperation
(APEC) Ministerial declaration at its seventh sessiwhich strongly encouraged
economies to participate in the World Forum WP D8 Executive Secretary stressed the
crucial role of WP.29 in the framework of the thpilar of the Global Plan of Action for
Road Safety concerning safer vehicles.

3. The Executive Secretary welcomed the decisioth@fWorld Forum to amend the
1958 Agreement to make it more attractive for enmgrgeconomies and to insert the
international whole vehicle type approval concéf#.also welcomed the completion of the
1997 Agreement through the recent adoption of Rlde2 on roadworthiness and further
underlined the need to define the future of theekgnent. He expressed his wish that new
UN Global Technical Regulations (UN GTRs) on inntbx& technologies would be
incorporated into the programme of work of the 1988reement, especially the
development of UN GTRs on electric vehicles andh@naudibility of quiet road transport
vehicles.

4, The vice-Chair of the World Forum underlined geial, political and economic
importance of the work of the World Forum. As atfdte reminded WP.29 that they, in
fact, adopted more than 100 amendments annuallgptiady the current 138 vehicle
regulations to technical progress. He stressedéle to have on time, the amendments in

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the three authentic languages of the amendmentdldw the Office of Legal Affairs
(OLA) to issue the Depositary Notifications for taetry into force of the new regulations
and their amendments. He informed the ExecutiveeSary that more details regarding this
important issue would be addressed to him througgttar by the Chair and himself. He
explained that, in the framework of the review leé UNECE reform, the administration of
the three Agreements cannot be reduced as it depericn the secretariat of the UNECE,
but on the political needs of Contracting Partied af technical progress. He added that,
for the required efficiency of the World Forum, gscretariat should be given absolute
priority to perform the tasks of WP.29.

5. The representative of the United States of Acae(US) stated that for his country
the World Forum in general and the 1998 Agreemergarrticular, had a very high value
for developing Global Technical Regulations for 6 He recalled the position of his

government preferring to concentrate the effort8MR.29, currently situated in UNECE,

instead of creating new regional organizations t@veloping vehicle regulations.

Furthermore, he stated that resource reductionimwttie secretariat may impact mission
essential functions of the 1998 Agreement and utbedExecutive Secretary to consider
this in future decision-making.

6. The representative of the European Union (EUpfiomed the trust of his
organization in the work of the World Forum demoaistd by the direct application of the
UN Regulations in the legislation of the EU. Heguled for maintaining the high level of
quality and efficiency by the secretariat.

7. The representative of Japan supported the positf the US and the EU. He added
that Japan had participated in the work of WorlduRo for more than 20 years and had
dedicated huge quantities of resources. He affirthechigh political, social and economic
importance for his country of the work of WP.2M&lly, he explained Japan’s activities in
the Asian region aiming at promoting the accessibits countries to the 1958 Agreement.
He reminded WP.29 that China, India, Korea and rothAsian countries regularly
participated in the work of the World Forum.

8. The representative of France stressed the ianpeetof the revision of the UNECE
reform and expressed the valuable results of thedAForum for his country. He further
expressed the need to have an adequate notificeygiem for the regulatory work of the
World Forum, including the translations of the auttic versions of the Agreements.

9. The President of OICA underlined that the autiiveo industry was facing
technological challenges regarding environment safdty, among them the development
of electric vehicles. He added that WP.29 was aialylatform for vehicle manufacturers
and their suppliers to develop in time the necgsdagal framework to allow the
introduction of innovative technologies into the rket. He offered the full support of
OICA to the World Forum.

10. The Executive Secretary expressed his appi@ctifdr the comments received and
expressed his hope that, in the current procegbeofeview of the UNECE reform, the

essential role of the World Forum would not only teeonfirmed but reinforced. He

indicated that improvement of the conditions foredficient notification system would be

carefully considered. Finally, he expressed higegption to the WP.29 secretariat for its
expertise and performance.

Coordination and organization of work (agendaitem 2)

Report of the Administrative Committee (WP.29/AC.2)
(agenda item 2.1)

12.  The 10% session of WP.29/AC.2, considering the coordimatind organization of
work of the World Forum, was held on 14 NovembeflP@haired by Mr. B. Gauvin
(France) and was attended, in accordance to Rutd# &% terms of reference and rules of
procedure of WP.29 (TRANS/WP.29/690 and ECE/TRANB/29/690/Amend.1), by the
Chairs of WP.29 (Russian Federation), GRB (GermdaBRE (Canada), GRPE (Germany),
GRRF (United Kingdom), GRSG (Italy), the Adminigiva@/Executive Committees of the
three agreements administered by WP.29, by theeseptatives of the European Union,
Japan and the United States of America and byitee@hair of WP.29 (France).

13. WP.29/AC.2 considered the provisional agenda the current session
(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1092) and recommended the modifina mentioned in
paragraph 11 above. It was also recommended thatdagitem 5.1 be considered by the
World Forum and the rest of the agenda items reggittie 1998 Agreement be considered
by the Executive Committee of the 1998 Agreemeii.@.

14. WP.29/AC.2 noted that due to budget constrathss WP.29 secretariat had lost a
General staff post in a period where revision of Régulations had a six-months delay. It
also noted that, to recover the delay, the Transporision engaged a temporary staff
member and that other staff members of the Divisitso partially contributed. It was
recalled that the secretariat will prepare only tmglish text of the WP.29 working
documents and the legal text of UN Regulations,Glbbal Technical Regulations (GTRS)
and UN Rules and that the French and Russian versib these documents would be
prepared by the Document Management Section (ECENSRWP.29/1091, paragraph 3).

15.  WP.29/AC.2 noted that, following the adoptioh tbe amendments to the UN
Regulations in June 2011, the Office of Legal ABa(OLA) informed the secretariat that,
according to the practice of the UN Secretary-Galnexs depositary, proposals of
amendments (and new regulations) must be circuiiatede three authentic languages of
the Agreements. OLA had stated that no Depositanyfislations would be issued until the
three official versions of the UN Regulations antll Rules were available. The same
principle should also apply the UN GTRs. Since tteeuments in the three authentic
languages were not always available on time for ¢hesions of the World Forum,
WP.29/AC.2 estimated that the entry into forcerof aew UN Regulations, UN GTRs, UN
Rules and their amendments could have significalayd.

16. WP.29/AC.2 considered possible negative impakthis delay (i.e. EU legislation
referring to the UN Regulations, transposition ol RRegulations and UN GTRs into
national law of the Contracting Parties to the Agnent, Global Plan for the Decade of
Action for Road Safety, etc.). Possible permanealut®ns were considered by
WP.29/AC.2, such as the request to translate ih&o Russian language the working
documents of the Working Parties subsidiary to Werld Forum and reinforcing the
secretariat with two new G positions. These twosness would make the Russian version
of the proposals available earlier and allow theresariat to prepare the working
documents for WP.29 and the text of the adoptedgzals in the three authentic languages
for their submission to OLA.

17. WP.29/AC.2 noted the proposal by the secretéwiamend the three Agreements
administered by WP.29 in such a way that only #hd of the Agreements in English,
French and Russian would be equally authentic.UXeéRegulations, UN Global Technical
Regulations (UN GTRs) and UN Rules, related to eagheement would be in English
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only. At the same time, the Agreements should donta clause requesting the UN

Secretary-General to prepare an authoritative fetios of the annexes into French and
Russian languages as attachments to the certified topies of the Agreements.

WP.29/AC.2 noted that the amendments to the Agre&smequired consensus and that the
amendment to the three Agreements, if unanimousbemed by all the Contracting

Parties, could only be a long-term solution.

18. Finally, WP.29/AC.2 recommended, as an inglabrt-term solution, to request the
Russian translation of the working documents suechito its subsidiary Working Parties
(GRs). Furthermore, it was recommended to includethe parts of the WP.29 reports
referring to the sessions of AC.1, AC.3 and AC.he tfollowing paragraph:

"AC.1/AC.3/AC.4 requested OLA/the secretariat tmgaed with notifications of the

adopted proposals for new regulations and/or tlivendments in English only".
WP.29/AC.2 invited the representatives and the etedat to propose other possible
measures, including simplification measures, tausnghe availability in due time of the
three authentic languages.

19.  WP.29/AC.2 noted that OLA had informed the stoiat that Corrigenda should
aim at correcting, without modifying the meaning substance of the text of the treaty,
(a) physical errors on typing, printing, spelling.(b) lack of conformity of the treaty with
the official records, and/or (c) lack of concordanicetween the texts of the different
authentic languages. OLA had indicated that theosiégry has the responsibility to
scrutinize each apparent error in order to detegmiether it does fall into one of the
above categories and that it does not have theteffenodifying the meaning or substance
of the text of the treaty. OLA had noted that soofiehe corrections submitted did not
necessarily represent "corrections of errors", fatiher affect the substance of the text.
WP.29/AC.2 recommended that from this session otweareful attention should be made
to ensure that the Corrigenda adopted in the frasmlewf the Agreements, respond to the
criteria expressed by OLA modifying, if necessattye corresponding proposals to be
submitted to vote during the current session ofchreesponding Committees. WP.29/AC.2
recommended the secretariat to prepare writtemuictsdns on this matter for the GRs, to
ensure that the adopted Corrigenda fully meet thighOLA criteria.

20. WP.29/AC.2 noted that OLA had indicated tha tbrms "UN Regulations", "UN
Global Technical Regulations (UN GTRs)" and "UN &ail could not be used in legal
documents, taking into account the current texthef 1958, 1998 and 1997 Agreements.
Nevertheless, these terms could be used in admditmi&t and informative documents in
anticipation of the amendments to the Agreement8.28/AC.2 recommended using the
next occasion for amending the Agreements to inicedhe above-mentioned terms.

21.  WP.29/AC.2 was informed about a proposed Cendgm to the 1997 Agreement
aligning the French version to the English and Rumsgexts. It was recommended to
convene the Administrative Committee (AC.4) for #uoption of the Corrigendum.

22. WP.29/AC.2 was informed by the Director of theansport Division about the
revision of the UNECE reform and about the agerfdto® meeting of Chairs of the ITC
subsidiary bodies (sixty-fifth session, 28 February 1 March 2012). Moreover,
WP.29/AC.2 noted that, in the framework of the reforeview, the Chairs of the ITC
subsidiary bodies are expected to present thedripigis concerning UNECE activities at
the next session of the Inland Transport Comm{tf€€) for transmission to the Executive
Committee of the UNECE (EXCOM). The representatifehe United States of America
stated that current constraints of the WP.29 sagattwere of considerable concern for his
administration and that the availability of traiethdocuments in due time was a priority.
Moreover, he added that, notwithstanding the teditsi activities which are not performed
by WP.29 secretariat, the scrutiny review of techhicontents of the documents was
essential for the accuracy of the three autheatiglages of the Agreements administered
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by WP.29. The representative of the United StatesrBnmental Protection Agency, while
recognizing the value of regional and bi-lateralladmwration, emphasized the value of
focusing resources and harmonization efforts in\therld Forum where all the experts
from Contracting Parties meet regularly. The repnégtive of the European Union
recognized the high value of UN Regulations dewetbpy the World Forum, which had
allowed replacing the EU Directives by direct refare to the UN Regulations. He
underlined the need for his institution to have tig Regulations available on time to
avoid distortions in the regulatory system of therdpean Union. The representative of
Japan underlined that the important role of the ld/&orum was politically relevant and
explained his administration’s promotion of WP.2&idties in the Asian region. The
representative of Italy suggested reinforcing thB. 29 secretariat, even at the G level,
through the reallocation of UNECE resources fromivéies of lower priority. WP.29/AC.2
recommended rejecting any possible reduction ofciisrent activities as this would
negatively affect the proper functioning of the &gments administered by WP.29.

23. WP.29/AC.2 reviewed the draft agenda for the"&ession of the World Forum,
scheduled to be held in Geneva from 13 — 16 Maéd22
