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Dear Minister,

At the beginning of September 2012 the Slovak Republic was informed that the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine had adopted an Act that autorized the construction of No. 3 and
No. 4 power units of the Khmelnitsky nuclear power plant. Given the fact that the procedure
according to the Convention on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary
Context, known as the Espoo Convention, has not, in our view, been completed, I woul like to
kindly ask You to provide us with explanations regarding the nature of the adopted Act. At
the same time, let me also ask You to suggest a manner of completing the pending procedure
of a transboundary impact assessment in line with the requirements of international law.

In the event that the Slovak Republic will not receive the requested information and
explanations by 28 February 2013, I will regret to state that we will be forced to take relevant
steps. Using this opportunity let me hereby express our support to Poland in their efforts to
undertake relevant legal steps, provided that required explanations will not be submitted by
Your side.
