The communicant alleges that by imposing a fee on environmental information related to decision-making, the Party concerned was not in compliance with article 4, paragraph 8 and article 6, paragraph 6 of the Convention. 
The communicant alleges that decision-making processes related to land use planning and construction were not in compliance with article 6, paragraph 1 (a), paragraph 2 (a) and (b), and paragraph 4, of the Convention. 
The communicant also alleges that denial by the courts to suspend administrative decisions taken without EIA as well as the length of the related judicial review procedure were not in compliance with article 9, paragraph 4.
The communicant further alleges that imposition on a non-profit organization of costs in a court proceeding related to suspension of an administrative measure, in the absence of assistance mechanisms available to the members of the public, was done in violation of the requirements of article 9, paragraphs 4 and 5 in connection with paragraphs 2 and 3.
