	The communication concerns the issuance and renewal of licenses for the exploitation of a deposit of copper and molybdenum in the Lori region of Armenia covered with forests, rich in flora and fauna, including species registered in the Red Book. The communicant alleges, inter alia, that in issuing the licenses the public concerned had no opportunities to participate at an early stage, that there was no effective public participation, that none of the above-mentioned decisions reflected and considered results of public participation, and that the public was notified only after the adoption of the decision. Furthermore, the communicant alleges that in renewing the licenses the public was not notified at all. Furthermore, the communicant alleges failure to provide for appropriate access to justice.
