We have the honour of informing you that as part of efforts to improve national environmental legislation with the aim of achieving the closest compliance with the Aarhus and Espoo Conventions in the light of the recommendations of the Aarhus Convention Compliance Committee, international experts and international practice, the Belarusian Cabinet of Ministers has adopted Resolution no. 689 of 1 June 2011 on the Insertion of Additions and Amendments to Resolution no. 755 of 19 May 2010 of the Cabinet of Ministers and the Recognition of the Loss of Force of Resolution no. 571 of 4 May 2009 of the Cabinet of Ministers.
The procedure for finally amending the EIA report, occasions where this is necessary, and the timescale for public discussions have been clarified through fundamental additions and amendments; the conclusion of the State environmental review and the decision of local authorities are singled out as decisions on the proposed activity; local authorities must now publish their decisions on a proposed activity on their web sites; the notice of public discussions has been extended to include information on the local authority responsible for taking the decision; etc.
Resolution No. 689 of 1 June 2011 also clarifies that the Regulations on the Conduct of Environmental Impact Assessment extend to the use of nuclear energy, among other areas.

The text of the Regulations on the Conduct of Environmental Impact Assessment as amended by the said Resolution is appended.

We would like to use this occasion to express our gratitude for the constructive and fruitful cooperation to improve Belarusian legislation on environmental impact assessment and public participation in the impact assessment process and decision-making.
