Regular EIA procedure 
(covering all EIA projects - except transport infrastructure projects)
1. 
According to Art 19 para 1 EIA-Act, legal standing is granted to 

· neighbours

· the parties stipulated by the applicable administrative provisions 
· the ombudsman for the environment
· the water management planning body 
· host municipalities and the directly adjoining Austrian municipalities
· citizens´groups 
· environmental organisations 
2. 
With regard to the scope of material and formal procedural rights, which parties may invoke in the procedure, it has to be differentiated between

· Neighbours: according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 1 EIA Act neighbours are "persons who might be threatened or disturbed or whose rights in rem might be harmed at home or abroad by the construction, operation or existence of the project as well as the owners of facilities in which persons stay temporarily on a regular basis with regard to the protection of such persons; neighbours shall not be persons who stay temporarily in the vicinity of the project and do not have rights in rem; with regard to neighbours abroad, the principle of reciprocity shall apply to states not parties to the Agreement on the European Economic Area"
· The parties stipulated by the applicable administrative provisions unless they already have locus standi according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 1 EIA Act: according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 2 EIA Act the scope of their material and procedural rights depends on the respective administrative procedures (cf. Schedule E.2). 
· The ombudsman for the environment: Acc to Art 19 para 1 subpara 3 EIA Act the ombudsman for the environment is entitled to claim the observance of legal provisions that serve to protect the environment or the public interests in his competence as a subjective right in the procedure. 
· The water management planning body: according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 4 EIA Act the water management planning body is entitled to protect the interests of water management according to Article 55 para 4 of the Federal Water Management Act (WRG 1959). 
· The host municipalities and the directly adjoining Austrian municipalities which may be affected by significant effects of the project: according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 5 EIA Act municipalities are entitled to claim the observance of legal provisions that serve to protect the environment or the public interests in their competence as a subjective right in the procedure. 
· Citizens´groups: according to Art 19 para 1 subpara 6 EIA Act citizens´groups are entitled to claim the observance of environmental provisions as a subjective right in the procedure. 
· Environmental organisations: Acc to Art 19 para 1 subpara 7 EIA Act environmental organisations are entitled to claim the observance of environmental provisions in the procedure. 
3. 
Right of Appeal 

All parties are entitled to appeal to the Environmental Senate which may reexamine the decision in any direction. 

Further (extraordinary) remedy against decisions of the Environmental Senate is granted to the different parties to a varying extent, depending on the relevant administrative procedure. The right to appeal to the Administrative Court is granted to all parties. In addition, neighbours, the water management planning body and citizens' groups also have the right to appeal to the Constitutional Court.
