Simplified EIA procedure 
(covering all EIA projects - except transport infrastructure projects)
In 2000 Austria introduced the simplified EIA procedure for projects with potentially less significant environmental impacts. The reason for this was the significant extension of the scope of the EIA Act from 50 to 88 project types. The simplified procedure was mainly introduced for industrial installations for which the IPPC law was already applicable which itself ensures a high level of environmental protection. In has to be noted that, both the regular as well as the simplified EIA procedures fully fulfil the requirements of the Aarhus Convention and cover its Annex I activities. 
The following overview is limited to pointing out the differences to I.1.1. (Schedule A)
1. Citizens' groups

According to Art 19 para 2 EIA Act citizens´groups may participate in the simplified procedure as parties involved with the right to inspect the files. They have no right of appeal (neither to the Environmental Senate nor to the Supreme Courts).

Neighbours, parties stipulated by the applicable administrative provisions, the ombudsman for the environment, the water management planning body, municipalities and environmental organisations have the same rights as pointed out under I.1.1. (Schedule A)
