The Non-Profit Society “Association of Parks in Bulgaria” appealed the Order dated 25 September 2003 of the Minister of Regional Development and Public Works for approval of the Regulation Plan and construction of Zlatni Pyasatsi Resort.

The complaint is inadmissible.
In conformity with Article 131 of the Law on Territory Planning in connection with Article 35, paragraph 1 of the Law on Administrative Procedure, the right to appeal belongs to owners and bearers of limited property rights as per the data in the Property Register, whose real estates are directly affected through the provisions of the Plan. The complainant does not claim to be one of these persons, nor is there any respective evidence thereof presented under the case, owing to which the complainant has no right to lodge a complaint against the Plan.

The complaint should be left without consideration and the proceedings under the case should be suspended, on the account of which and on the grounds of Article 20, paragraph 1, item 5 of the Law on the Supreme Administrative Court, the Supreme Administrative Court
DETERMINED AS FOLLOWS:

Leaves the complaint without consideration and suspends the proceedings under administrative case No 9773/2003 as per the inventory list of the Court.

The Decision can be appealed before a Five-Member Panel of the Supreme Administrative Court in a 7-day term as of the date of the notification sent to the Non-Profit Society “Association of Parks in Bulgaria”.
