1. General Provisions
 
1. Rules of the State Ecological Expertise (hereinafter - Regulations) are designed in accordance with subparagraph 28) of Article 17 and paragraph 2 of Article 49 of the Environmental Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 9, 2007 (hereinafter - the Code).
2. The rules define how the organization and interaction of state ecological expertise of the Ministry of Environment of the Republic of Kazakhstan (hereinafter - Ministry), its regional bodies and local authorities conducting the state ecological expertise, and also establish requirements for the composition, content of submissions to the State Environmental the examination.
3. The rules are designed for practical use in the state ecological expertise of the Ministry, its regional bodies, local executive bodies performing state ecological expertise, and for use as information material, legal and natural persons who plan or carry out activities on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
 
 
2. Terms and definitions
 
4. The Rules, along with terms and definitions presented in the Code, the following terms and definitions:
Outside experts - individuals and legal persons involved in the central executive body in the field of environmental protection and its territorial bodies, local executive bodies of regions (cities of republican status, capital) for conducting environmental assessments, which have the appropriate license to perform work and services in the field of the environment;
expert bodies - the bodies of the state ecological expertise of the Ministry, its regional bodies and local authorities.
 
 
3. Goals, Objectives and Principles of State Ecological Expertise
 
5. State Environmental Impact Assessment - the kind of expert activity of the authorized body of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of environmental protection - the central executive body in the field of environmental protection - the Ministry, its regional bodies and local authorities within their competence, the aim of which is to implement the requirements of environmental legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, ensuring environmental sustainability in terms of decision-making on socio-economic development of the Republic, its regions, sectors of the economy, the activities of individual companies.
State Environmental Impact Assessment establishes a correspondence proposed and implemented by business and other activities of environmental quality standards and environmental requirements, as well as determine the admissibility of the implementation object of the state ecological expertise in order to prevent possible adverse effects of activities on the environment and related social consequences.
6. The objectives of the state ecological expertise are:
1) Definition and limitation of the possible negative impacts of proposed and existing administrative, economic, investment and other standards-related activities on the environment and public health;
2) balances the interests of economic development and environmental protection, as well as preventing damage to third parties in the process of nature.
7. State Environmental Impact Assessment is mandatory and must precede the adoption of legal, economic and administrative decisions regarding natural resources and the impact on the environment and human health. Without a positive state ecological expertise and funding for implementation of projects is prohibited.
8. The objectives of the state ecological expertise are:
1) The definition of environmental soundness of proposed solutions, implementation of which may affect the environment and natural resources;
2) determination of the completeness and accuracy of assessing the impact of proposed and existing administrative, economic, investment and other activities on the environment and human health, including an analysis of the possible social, economic and environmental impacts and to determine the level of environmental risk;
3) evaluation of the effectiveness, completeness and adequacy of proposed sites in the examination of measures for environmental protection, rational use of natural resources, protect public health;
4) preparation of state ecological expertise, timely transfer of their government and other organizations that are implementing the decision on the object of examination and submission of necessary information to interested agencies and the public;
5) verification of compliance with environmental requirements ekspertiruemoy documentation contained in the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan, standards, norms and regulations in force in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
9. Principles of the state ecological expertise are:
1) The obligation of the state ecological expertise;
2) interaction with regulatory and oversight by public authorities;
3) the objectivity and scientific validity of the conclusions of the state environmental review;
4) independence of expert bodies and experts in the exercise of its powers;
5) transparency;
6) the complexity of the state ecological expertise and diversity of species;
7) The priority of environmental and biomedical interest.
 
 
4. Bodies implementing state environmental review
 
10. The state environmental review carried out;
1) Ministry - in terms of organizing and conducting the state ecological examination of objects of category I (activities related to the 1 and 2 classes of danger according to the sanitary classification of industrial facilities);
2) The territorial bodies of the Ministry - in terms of organizing and conducting the state ecological examination of objects of types II and III (activities related to the 3 and 4 classes of danger according to the sanitary classification of production facilities);
3) local agencies - in terms of organizing and conducting the state ecological examination of objects of class IV (activities related to the risk class 5 according to the sanitary classification of production facilities).
 
 
5. Objects of the State Environmental Review
 
11. Mandatory state ecological expertise shall be subject to the following facilities:
1) draft of the planned economic and other activities with accompanying materials, evaluation of environmental impact (hereinafter - the EIA);
2) All types of pre-planning and project documentation relating to environmental issues, projects, forecasts, environmental and other programs, the concept of the main activities of state bodies and organizations, public investment programs, contracts, including those relating to changes in ownership and privatization;
3) projects of reconstruction of the EIA materials for existing facilities;
4) draft standards for emissions into the environment;
5) draft normative legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, regulatory, technical, and methodological documents, implementation of which can lead to negative impacts on the environment;
6) a feasibility study (calculations) and projects for placement, construction, reconstruction, development, modernization, conversion, liquidation of enterprises, facilities and systems, buildings and structures, the biological basis for the production and use of animal and vegetable world;
7) The project organization schemes territories;
8) Draft Master Plan (development) and urban areas, including areas of special economic zones and territories with a special regime of economic activity;
9) Materials comprehensive ecological survey of parts of territory to justify giving these territories the legal status of protected areas, the zones of ecological disaster or environmental emergency and rehabilitation of these areas;
10) projects of economic and other activities that may have an impact on the environment of neighboring countries or for which you want to use in common with the neighboring states of natural objects, or which affect the interests of neighboring states that are defined by international treaties;
11) documentation substantiating the environmental requirements for new equipment, technologies, materials and substances, including purchased abroad;
12) documentation that justifies the issuance of permits (licenses) to use and (or) removal of natural resources;
13) is deleted in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Environmental Protection on 09.10.07, № 296-n (see the old man. Ed.)

The content of the project materials architectural town-planning, planning, looking, environmental and other programs, environmental schemes and other pre-planning and pre-project documentation should provide a complete picture of planned commercial, industrial, scientific and other activities on the need for and feasibility of its development, the impact on the environment ;
EIA, issued in document form, which corresponds to the level of development stages of design;
2) Environmental Impact Statement of the proposed activity;
3) the results of public opinion;
4) documents matching the implementation of the proposed activity for facilities that have or may have a negative impact on the environment, with the following corporations and individuals:
land users, land owners;
public authorities of sanitary-epidemiological service;
Basin Water Management (when placing objects or activities in water protection areas);

3) For review of project documentation in the Ministry - suggestions and comments to the conclusion of the state ecological examination of the territorial authority in whose territory the planned economic activity.
17. Documentation on the development and introduction of new techniques, technologies, materials and substances shall include:
1) The terms of reference for the development;
2) design specifications or design standards (standard changes to develop products);
3) The draft operating instructions;
4) materials (reports, statements, reports) to conduct preliminary trials (studies), including the EIA;
5) for new materials and substances - toxicological opinion of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan;
6) characterization of new techniques, technologies, materials and substances in comparison with existing analogs, a description of the process.

18. Materials for placing objects of economic activity and choice of land prepared in accordance with the requirements of the land legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and shall contain the following materials:
1) Statement on Harmonization on the allocation of land with an indication of the intended use of land, its size, location (with a copy of cartographic material);
2) the act of choice land for construction of the object (or a feasibility study of options of construction), containing an overview of the environment (the first stage of the EIA);
3) materials of the feasibility study for construction of the embedded object to the selected site, containing a preliminary screening (Pre-EIA).
19. Excluded in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Environmental Protection on 09.10.07, № 296-n (see the old man. Ed.)
 
 
7. The organization and procedure of the state environmental review
 
20. State Environmental Impact Assessment carried out by reviewing, analyzing and assessing environmental review sites:
1) The staff members of expert bodies;
2) The expert commissions created by the leaders of the expert bodies with the assistance of external experts;
3) interdisciplinary expert commission composed of representatives of the Ministry, concerned government agencies, institutions and organizations, including those from other countries - in terms of organizing and conducting the state ecological expertise in complex effects on the environment objects.
21. External experts will organize the discussion of the document and submit comments and suggestions in the form of imprisonment in expert bodies.
Conclusion of outside experts is a recommendation.
22. State environmental review procedure consists of successive stages, during which expert bodies shall review the materials and the assessment examination object and form an informed and objective expert opinion and includes:
1) The registration statement (letter) to conduct state ecological expertise in the departments of the Ministry of documentation, its regional bodies and local authorities;
2) a preliminary examination (hereinafter - predekspertiza), which consists in checking for completeness and submitted to the examination of materials, details, including the EIA projected economic activity, and to determine compliance with the legislation of Kazakhstan and regulatory requirements;
3) The main stages of assessment, providing for the necessary level of expertise, evaluation and analytical processing of materials, identification of environmental risk of proposed or existing activities, the sufficiency and reliability studies the implementation of the objects of examination;
4) The final stage of examination, including a compilation of individual expert assessments and state environmental review, preparation of expert report with conclusions about the coordination of the materials or rejection.
23. The documentation does not meet the requirements under predekspertizy from further consideration is rejected and returned to the applicant with notice of the reasons for rejection.
24. Expert bodies have the right to reject an application for state environmental review subject to the following:
failure to submit all required documents by the customer;
if the submitted EIA or Environmental Impact Statement does not meet the requirements or contain erroneous data, without which the adoption of an objective solution is not possible.
 
 
8. Levels and the results of the state environmental assessment
 
25. Implementation of the state environmental review, depending on the complexity of the material, determined by the head of a body of experts, carried out on three levels:
1) the first level - the examination of materials, carried out by individual experts from the professional expert body;
2) the second level - the examination of materials, carried out by specialists of the expert body with external experts for examination and analysis of specific issues;
3) The third level - examination of the materials on the most complex objects, carried out by interdisciplinary expert committees consisting of representatives of the Ministry, the interested state bodies, institutions and organizations, including from foreign countries.
26. Consideration of design materials, carried out by the expert bodies of the Ministry, carried out taking into account comments and suggestions to the draft of the state environmental expertise, or professional involvement of its regional offices (at the location of the object), and is implemented as follows:
1) are evaluated and analyzed in terms of design materials needed, purpose and feasibility of proposed economic activities as well as assessment of the problem as a whole, with the elaboration of proposals for consultation;
2) formed suggestions or comments and be submitted in writing;
3) Representatives of regional offices, if necessary, participate in the process of carrying out state ecological expertise in the submission of a preliminary analysis of the situation. In this case, the period of review materials territorial authorities with the issuance of the comments and suggestions should be two weeks.
27. Conclusions opinions of industry expertise, carried out by other state agencies, state environmental expertise is used as a grounding materials, findings conclusions Public Environmental Review - as being advisory in nature.
28. The implementation of the state ecological expertise is expert opinion in the form prescribed by Order of the Minister of Environment of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 17, 2007 № 114-p "On Approval of the state ecological expertise". The conclusion ends with one of the following findings:
1) "not consistent";
2) "agreed";
3) is deleted in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Environmental Protection on 09.10.07, № 296-n (see the old man. Ed.)
29. At the conclusion with the conclusion of "not consistent" initiator finalizing the examination materials on the comments of the state environmental review and submit them to re-state ecological expertise or refuse the proposed activity.
30. Excluded in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Environmental Protection on 09.10.07, № 296-n (see the old man. Ed.)
31. The state ecological expertise shall be signed by the heads of expert bodies: The main state environmental experts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the region (city of republican status, capital), the heads of expert departments of the local executive authority (city of republican status, capital) within its competence on standard forms.
32. The results of the state ecological expertise particularly difficult for the environmental impact of objects seen on the Expert Council of the state environmental review in accordance with their provisions approved in the prescribed manner.
 
 
9. Date and actions of the state environmental review
 
33. The term of the state environmental assessment shall not exceed three months from the date of the transfer of expert bodies, all necessary documentation, passed the preliminary examination.
34. The inception of the state environmental assessment is established from the transfer of expert bodies of the necessary documentation, which took the stage predekspertizy, the term which shall not exceed two weeks.
35. Approved by the state environmental expertise to the project documentation is valid for five years from the date of its issuance.
36. Objects of the state ecological expertise that are not implemented within this period shall be subject to re-state ecological expertise.
Paragraph 37 set forth in the wording of the order of Minister of Environmental Protection on 09.10.07, № 296-n (see the old man. Ed.)
37. Objects of the State Environmental Review to be re-state ecological expertise in the following cases:
1) completion of the object state environmental review conducted earlier by the comments of the state ecological expertise;
2) introduction to the design changes and other documentation upon receipt of the state ecological expertise;
3) a judicial decision.
38. Re-state ecological examination by an expert body, posing a primary conclusion.
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
