	The communicant alleges that he requested the authorities to provide him with a copy of a 2010 study including pollution data. The study at issue was part of the submissions of the Party concerned in relation to case C-301/10 before the Court of Justice of the European Union (EU) (infringement proceedings referred by the Commission and concerning urban waste water treatment in accordance with EU law) and the communicant alleges that the study included erroneous data. Because the authorities refused disclosure of the study, the communicant alleges that the Party concerned failed to comply with the access to information provisions of the Convention.
