Recommendations from the seminar 
Electronic Trade Documents
Bishkek, 3-5 November 2008
The participants in the seminar:
1. recommended aligning, to the extent possible, foreign trade forms to international standards, such as UNLK, codes, etc. 
1. saw the usefulness of implementing international standards for paper and electronic documents, but they also noted the necessity to adapt them to the needs of the Central Asian countries. 
2. took note of the Business Process Analysis Guide and requested UNECE to translate it as a training material. 
3. appreciated the toolkit for PDF forms and the forms repository prepared by UNECE and ESCAP, and 
a. asked UNECE to assist in creating pilot projects for the creation of forms repositaries and, if possible, PDF forms of documents and their transformation in XML format. 
b. Considered possible the use as an example the interactive SAD and Certificate of Origin forms prepared for the seminar. 
c. Invite UNECE and ESCAP disseminate those tools.
4. invited international donor agencies, such as GTZ, ADB, and USAID, cooperate on the development and implementation of these repositories and forms. 
5. invite experts in electronic trade documents in the countries participating in the seminar take part in the international networks of experts of UNCEFACT, the Asia-Pacific or create their own network of experts in the Central Asian region. 
6. considered the possibility to organize the next seminar under the project on hte topic « trade facilitation at the border » and invited ESCAP and UNECE to explore possibilities of organizing this seminar in Dushanbe, Almaty or another city in Central Asia.
