EXPLANATORY NOTES TO THE PROVISIONAL AGENDA

Pursuant to a decision taken at the fifth Ministerial Conference “Environment for
Europe” (Kiev, May 2003),. the UNECE Committee on Environmental Policy, at its tenth
session (20-22 October 2003), established a task force on education for sustainable
development (ESD) to draft a strategy. The Task Force, led jointly by Sweden and the
Russian Federation, included representatives from both the environment and education
sectors, as well as UNESCO, NGOs and other stakeholders. The strategy was developed
through a participatory process and is meant to serve as a flexible framework. Its
implementation can be adapted to each country’s priorities, specific needs and circumstances.
The document takes into account comments provided by UNECE member States and
different stakeholders, and is based on a general consensus.

At its eleventh session (13 - 15 October 2004), the Committee decided to convene a
high-level meeting of environment and education ministries (or other equivalent national
body responsible for education) as a follow-up to the Kiev Conference. It is expected that the
meeting will adopt the strategy and decide on the framework for its implementation. It will
take place in Vilnius on 17 and 18 March 2005 at the invitation of the Lithuanian Ministers of
Environment and of Education and Science.

(i1) promote sustainable development through formal, non-formal and informal learning;
(ii1) equip educators with the competence to include sustainable development in their
teaching; (iv) ensure that adequate tools and materials for ESD are accessible; and
(v) promote research on and development of ESD.

Delegates are expected to discuss cooperation on ESD within the UNECE region,
including subregional and other (e.g. NGO) initiatives and how UNECE experience could be
communicated to other regions and globally. The delegates are invited to consider the
framework for the regional implementation of the Strategy: (i) activities; (ii) coordination and
review; (iii) financial arrangements; (iv) possible establishment of a steering committee; and
(v) setting up an expert group to develop indicators (CEP/AC.13/2005/4).
