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A. ORGANIZATION OF THE MEETING

1. The Regional Meeting for Dam Safety CooperatiorCentral Asia took place in Tashkent,
Uzbekistan 12-13 March, 2008. The Meeting was dmgahby the UN Economic Commission for
Europe (UNECE) in close cooperation with the ExeeutCommittee of the International Fund for
Saving the Aral Sea (EC IFAS).

2. The Meeting was held within the framework of &hdl of the Project “Dam Safety in Central
Asia: Capacity Building and Regional Cooperatiomhich is being implemented by UNECE. The
project, implemented under the supervision of thejgét Working Group on Water and Energy
Resources in Central Asia in the framework of tmétél Nations Special Programme for the Economies
of Central Asia (SPECA) is aimed at the improvemanthe national legislation and state regulation i
the field of dam safety in the participating coiggrand strengthening of the regional cooperaticthis
field. The project is implemented in the contextltd Programme on improvement of environmental and
socio-economic situation in Aral Sea Basin-2 fag geriod of 2003 to 2010 (ASBP-2) implemented by
IFAS.

1. Objectives of the Meeting

3. The direct goal of the Meeting was to assighin further development of cooperation between
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistad Bizbekistan in the field of safety of dams andeoth
hydraulic structures based of the results of Phasfethe Project, within the framework of which the
Model National Law on the Safety of Hydrotechni&ituctures and a draft Regional Agreement on
cooperation in this field have been developed.

achievements of Phase | of the Project was theiqatioin of the UNECE (Water Series, No.5, 2007).
This publication contains documents developed withe framework of Phase I; and also a review ef th
water infrastructure in Central Asia including atIof large dams in the region, and a descriptibn o
existing legal and organizational frameworks fagulating the safety of hydraulic engineering stuoes

in the countries of Central Asia. He pointed ouwdttthe future cooperation of the countries of Cantr
Asia would be aimed at the conclusion of a Regidtgaeement on Cooperation in the Field of Safety of
Hydraulic Structures; improvement and harmonizatdrihe national regulatory and legal frameworks
for safety of hydraulic structures, and advanceihing of specialists in organizations supervising
safety of hydraulic structures.

15. Under Item 5 of the agenda, Mr. Yuri Stekl@gnsultant, reminded to the participants how the
joint work for the preparation of the Draft Regib®greement on Cooperation in the Field of Safdty o
Hydraulic Structures had been carried out and @mepdo establish a provisional Working Group for
finalizing the Agreement prior to submission of teft for consideration of the governments in the
participating countries.

16. During the discussion of Item 5 of the agente,representatives of the countries and regional
international organizations agreed on the needirtalife the draft Agreement and to establish the
provisional Working Group. A representative of Ukisean expressed the readiness of his countrki ta
the lead in the finalization of the draft Regio®greement, whereas the Executive Committee of IFAS
proposed its services for the coordination of thentries’ activities in this direction.

17. Representatives of scientific institutiondJabekistan and Russia, Messrs. Tursunbay Rashidov,
Ernazar Makhmudov, and Oleg Vasiliev made presientatelated to the research on various aspects of
safety of hydraulic structures.

18. Under Item 6 of the agenda, the participahte@Meeting were informed about the current work
and plans for the improvement and establishmeth@®fhational laws regulating the safety of hyd@uli
structures in the countries of Central Asia. Irstbontext, it was proposed that the UNECE Secattari
should send letters to the governments of sombeotbuntries recommending using the Model National
Law on the Safety of Hydraulic Structures or itsaate sections in this work.

19. The representative of EurASEC, Mr. Tulegens&abekov informed that the Model National
Law would be soon considered at a session of tieedarliamentary Assembly of this organization.

20. Under Item 7 of the agenda, Mr. Timur Kamalohairman of Gosvodhoznadzor, informed the
participants that a Training Centre is being esthbH in his organization for training specialiststhe
supervision of safety of hydraulic structures, andposed to use this Centre for training spectabdso
from other countries of the region. He proposedsiablish a Regional Training Centre for the sabéty
hydraulic structures based on this Centre. Thaqgyzeihts overall agreed that it is necessary toraw
the training of staff responsible for the safetyhyidraulic structures and that the different caestr
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should evaluate the proposal of Uzbekistan to é&stalthe regional center in this field. During the
discussion it was proposed to organize a pilotoregi course in the training centre of Gosvodhozoadz

21. Under Item 8 of the agenda, a Project Workn Btat 2008 was presented and discussed. The
participants’ attention was drawn to the fact ttia Plan provided for the organization of national
meetings on cooperation on the safety of hydraaitiectures in all participating countries.

22. During the discussion of Item 9 of the agelitdaas suggested that more attention should ke pai
to cooperation in the harmonization of technicainmative documents in the field of safety of hydraul
structures and that a Working Group should be &skedal for this purpose.

23. Project Consultant Mr. Dmitry Radkevich repdrbn the existing system of state supervision of
the safety of hydraulic structures in the Russiaddfation and made available an electronic datatfase
Russian regulatory legal acts and engineering maédor the project.

24. Under Item 10 of the agenda, the managersos¥@lkhoznadzor reported on the state regulation
in the field of safety of hydraulic structures izli¢kistan, including on monitoring and diagnostitthe
technical condition of hydraulic structures for tbealuation of their safety. The participants oé th
Meeting visited the office of Gosvodhoznadzor alsddiagnostic Centre and with great interest ledirne
more about their work.

Working Group for the finalization of the draft Regal Agreement.



e. That the provisional Working Group shall prepdue finalized draft Agreement before 1 May
of this year before submitting it to each of thetipgpating countries for consideration in
accordance with established procedure.

f. To note with satisfaction the proposal of thepRaic of Uzbekistan to act as a lead country in
the finalization of the Regional Agreement and ataceith gratitude the proposal of IFAS to
coordinate activities in this direction and to regtthe national coordinators to bring to the motic
of UNECE Secretariat (Mr. Bo Libert) the opinionkrespective countries on these proposals
before 15 April 2008.
