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D16B (SCRDM Subset) Release Notes 

Starting from release D16B, the publication of the process-driven schemas derived from the Supply Chain Reference Data Model (SCRDM), will be in two versions:

1. Uncoupled clm: Message schemas without the coupling Code List Modules   
2. Coupled clm: Message schemas with the coupling Code List Modules
Choosing message schemas without coupled code list modules (uncoupled clm)
By choosing this version of the message schema you will get the maximum flexibility in configuring and updating code lists without changing the standard UN/CEFACT schemas. This means: still compliant to the standard UN/CEFACT published schema even when codes are changing. If needed, you can couple specific code lists modules by using the code list schema modules made available in the coupled version of the publication. 

Choosing message schemas with coupled code list modules  (coupled clm)
By choosing this version of the message schema you will be sure that your trading partners will be able to validate against the same codes thereby enhancing interoperability. The maintenance on these international standardized code lists is done by agencies such as UN/CEFACT and ISO. Due to the coupling of codes in the message schema, the validation of a schema instance can be done in one step.   

Folder structure
The folder structure of D16B (SCRDM Subset) is organized in such a matter that all uncoupled and coupled messages schema are provided in separate specifically named zipped folders.
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
