Since 2011. Bank of ePassports of  goods (hereafter - BEPG). State contracting system is State Committee for Standardization (hereinafter - State Standard). The system for business - descriptions of goods using ebXML, the exchange of information in accordance with the standards EDIFACT. Automated confirmation of the quality of goods on the basis of departmental systems of State Standard, Ministry of Agriculture, Ministry of Health.
