Members of the Bureau will be invited to consider for approval the proposed focus for the agenda item on the multilateral environmental agreements (MEAs), i.e. to continue informing CEP about efforts made under each of the ECE multilateral environmental agreements to define their role in the implementation of the 2030 Agenda (see the annotations under agenda item 4 in the provisional agenda of CEP-23). A possible approach could be to focus further the discussion on the SDGs under the global review in 2018 (Goals 6, 11, 12 and 17) in a similar manner to the discussion under the CEP agenda item 3 on sustainable development in the region.

Follow-up to the Batumi Ministerial Conference and preparation of the mid-term review of the Conference’s main outcomes

The secretariat will inform the Bureau about progress in promoting the two Batumi Initiatives – the Batumi Initiative on Green Economy (BIG-E) and the Batumi Action for Cleaner Air (BACA). Members of the Bureau will be invited to consider the information provided with a view to identify additional ways to promote the initiatives and ensure that greening the economy and cleaning the air is put into practice, including in support of the 2030 Agenda.

Furthermore, the secretariat will inform the Bureau about the status and outcomes of responses received to the survey circulated in order to assess lessons learned from the preparation, organization and running of the Batumi Conference, with a view to improving the preparation of the next conference (ECE/CEP/2017/17). Members of the Bureau will be invited to consider the information provided and guide the secretariat in finalising the document for submission to CEP-23.
