2. In addition, the adopted Work Plan of Implementafior Phase Il of the UNECE
Strategy for ESD (2008-2010) sets out the timeloreHe reporting exercise in 2010
(ECE/CEP/AC.13/2008/5, Part C. paras. 29-34, angeArl).

3. Theset of indicators was developed by the UNECE Expert Group on Indisafior ESD
that was set up by the High-Level Meeting of Enmireent and Education Ministries (Vilnius,
17-18 March 2005). Three complementary progresstepoovide the information on the
developed set of indicators (see documents CEPZ2005/9, ECE/CEP/AC.13/2006/5 and
ECE/CEP/AC.13/2008/4).

4. Following the request of the High-level Meeting dhd decision by the Joint Session on
ESD at the Sixth Ministerial Conference “EnvironmétEurope” (Belgrade, 10-12 October
2007), thereporting requirements were streamlined by the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) andECE. Thus, UNECE member States

will be able to submit a single report on the inmpémtation of the UNECE Strategy that can also
serve as a report on the implementation of theddritations Decade of ESD. A standard
reporting format would provide a useful structuse frocessing the information received and
would facilitate comparison of reports. Therefdd®ECE, in cooperation with UNESCO,
developed the reporting template that appearssrdttcument.

(d) Deadlines for submission to the secretariat wketanto account United Nations
document management procedures and will be commagoidy the secretariat in due course;

(e) UNECE will post the reports on its website. It valso ensure the distribution of
hard copies to the UNECE member States and keyrsilars. UNESCO will ensure access to
the reports through its website and will use themts work;
