Subject: Reform of the “Environment for Europe” process
Dear Mr. Bérlund,

Referring to your letter of 31 January 2008 on initiating the discussions of options for the
Environment for Europe process reforming 1 would like to share with you our views on the
matter.

Emphasizing the active role of UNECE environment activities, which are aimed to safeguard the
environment and human health and to promote sustainable development in its member countries
in line with Agenda 21, I would like to use this opportunity and express the interest of the
Republic of Armenia to continue its support of the Environment for Europe process, as it remains
a unique partnership of the member States within the UNECE region and provides a valuable
multilateral framework and a multi-stakeholder platform for broad environmental cooperation,
for sharing of information, lessons learned and for providing political guidance towards
environmental protection and capacity-building.

Since the Second conference of the process in Lucerne, Armenia has been involved in the EfE
process and participated in the Ministerial conferences, negotiations on new legal instruments
and various initiatives, producing substantive documentation. The EfE process evolved steadily
into a major long-term pan-European political framework to discuss key policy issues and
elaborate new programmes. The EfE process initiated the establishment of new RECs in
EECCA.

I would like to recall that since the 1998 Aarhus conference the EAP TF has been concentrating
on supporting the EECCA countries. In Kiev we adopted the Environment Strategy for EECCA
countries and in Belgrade we made note of the report which assessed the progress made in
achieving seven objectives of the Strategy and also complemented the “Belgrade assessment” by
focusing on the policy actions taken by the EECCA countries.
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
