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Intervention by CZECH REPUBLIC
· Czech Republic has made a reasonable progress since the High-level meeting of March 2005.
· A Working Group for the preparation of the National Strategy for Education on Sustainable Development has been established by the Governmental Council for Sustainable Development. Working Group consists of members of Ministries (mainly Education, Environment), state educational organizations, representatives of universities, relevant research institutions and key relevant NGOs. Ministry of Education is coordinating body of the Group.

· There haven’t been dedicated national policy documents specifically to ESD yet. There are several strategic documents in Czech Republic partly related to ESD: 

· National Strategy of Sustainable Development (2004)
· National Programme of Environmental Education and Public Awareness (2000; actualization of  Action plan is every 3 years)
· National Biodiversity Strategy of the Czech Republic (2005)
· National Development Plan (in preparation, 2006) 

· Czech Republic has started funding from European Social Fund. Through several arrangements also ESD and eco-consulting projects have been funded. 
· A Curricular Reform has been in progress. Framework Education Programmes have been established for primary school level. The reform newly accents importance of key competencies in accordance to ESD principles.

· We have started to discus opportunity to arrange sub-regional meeting dedicated to ESD in the frame of The Visegrad Four cooperation (Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Hungaria and Poland) in late 2006.
