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· Ireland has made notable progress since the High-level meeting of March 2005 and has placed an emphasis on balance, both in seeking to balance the 'sustainability' and 'development' agendas and in ensuring both governmental and civil society participation.  
· A Committee has been established for the purposes of developing the National Action Plan, which is drawn from the Environment, Overseas Development (Foreign Affairs) and Education ministries as well as drawing from Environmental and Overseas Development NGOs and academia.  
· The key elements of a National Action Plan have also been identified and these include Curriculum Reform, Whole-School Approaches, Higher and Further Education and Professional Education.
