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INTERVENTION BY Latvia

Cooperation among the Ministry of Environment of Latvia (MEL),  the Ministry of Education and Science of Latvia,  the Latvian National Commission for UNESCO,  environmental and educational NGOs concerning the Strategy for Education for Sustainable Development  have increased. 

The Strategy issues – implementation and perspectives are discussed at the Environmental NGO Forum.

Several higher educational institutions have introduced the concept of education for sustainable development within existing curricula. In addition, there is the Institute for Sustainable Development recently formed at the Daugavpils University in Latvia

MEL supports educational institutions and NGO activities in the field of formal and non-formal environmental education.  Administration of Latvian Environmental Protection Fund (Institution under supervision of MEL) has supported financially  90 projects which mission is  promotion of sustainable development, environmental education and raising of public awareness (teaching and information materials, Eco-schools, environmental actions, periodicals, TV, Radio broadcasts, websites, etc.)    

MEL in collaboration with  Environmental Science and Education Council, Environmental Consulting Council, academic and  NGO sector has elaborated proposals to introduce education for sustainable development as a norm in  draft laws and regulations on education.     

Necessity to discuss ethical and philosophical aspects of education for sustainable development at large, as well as the role of individuals and organizations and their contribution to the process of implementation of the Strategy  is considered by all partners in Latvia  involved.
