REC Caucasus intends to implement the  programme Development and Improvement of the Formal, informal and Non-formal Education Systems for Sustainable in Georgia 

In the process of elaboration of the program the REC Caucasus undertook a study of the current situation in the sphere of environmental education and education for sustainable development in Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia by collecting and processing the relevant data and by carrying out working meetings. The REC Caucasus has also convened similar meetings on the national level.

Seeing that Georgia has actively embarked upon the way of reforming its system of education with financial support from the World Bank, and also in view of the fact that the levels of education in all the three South Caucasus countries differ from one another, Georgia’s Minister of Education came out in support of the REC Caucasus initiative aimed at improving the course of the reform and the implementation of the UNECE “Education for Sustainable Development” strategy and the Vilnius framework regarding setting up a special centre on the basis of the REC Caucasus for training and retraining of trainers and instructors in the sphere of education for sustainable development. According to joint decision of the Ministries of Environment and Education of Georgia, REC Caucasus was authorized to become the coordinating body for the implementation of the ESD Strategy. In view of the above, the REC Caucasus is gearing up to start the implementation of the program in Georgia.

1,2 of November REC Caucasus held high level conference on education for sustainable development.

The Goal of the conference: Discussion of problems and perspectives, as well as promotion of implementation of the UNECE strategies for sustainable development in South Caucasus states.

The results of the conference are very important. The interest in implementation of the UNECE strategy on education for sustainable development  the South Caucasus states is very high.

After REC Caucasus conference  the Georgian parliament will  discussed  the special law on education for sustainable development .
