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INTERVENTION BY Latvia

ESD as a concept and norm is introduced within the Law on Environmental Protection - Chapter VIII Environmental Science, Environmental Education and Education for Sustainable Development (15.11.2006).
According the Explanatory notes of ESD, enlargement of cooperation with Ministry of Economics and Ministry of Welfare of Latvia on ESD issues is discussed among potential partners.

Protocol on Cooperation for United Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable Development among the UNESCO Latvian National Commission , the Ministry of Education and Science of Latvia and the Ministry of Environment of Latvia is signed (18.09.2006) and the workshop is established.

Administration of the Latvian Environmental Protection Fund (Institution under supervision of Ministry of Environment of Latvia) has supported financially 127 projects - publications, education materials, eco-teams, research which mission is promotion of sustainable development, environmental education and raising of public awareness on ESD issues.  

Ministry of Environment of Latvia continues to collaborate with Environmental Science and Education Council, Environmental Consulting Council, academic and NGO sector to promote ESD.   

Green Flag Award is granted to eleven primary schools in Latvia for successful implementation of the projects on energy saving, waste recycling, environmental awareness, protection of water resources, healthy life style, climate change and biodiversity related to ESD.  Eco School Program in Latvia is looking forward to cooperate with Kindergartens and Higher Educational Institutions in the future as well.
