Information regarding the public hearings and their participation in the development of the Forest Policy document:
26.01.2007 – Information on planned reform in forestry sector was announced by the Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia in the newspaper “24 Saati” (24 Hours); 

19.02.2007 – The Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia published on site the draft of “Forest Policy and Strategy” document for comments;
23.02.2007 – The Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia published on site the final draft of “Forest Policy and Strategy” document for comments;

24.02.2007 – Head of Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia met NGOs and presented forest and institutional reforms;

03.03.2007 – The Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia announced information on public hearings of “Forest Policy and Strategy” in the regions of the country. With support of the Aarhus Centre, 300 copies of the abovementioned document were distributed to the local municipalities for comments. Public hearings were conducted in the following cities: Ambrolauri, Kutaisi, Ozurgeti, Lentekhi, Gardabani, Tetrickaro, Gori, Khashuri, Mtskheta, Zugdidi;

29.05.2007 – The Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia initiated a “High level” meeting, where the Ministry introduced to the donor organizations ongoing processes and its own plans in forestry sector;
30.05.2007 – Additionally to the abovementioned announcements, at request of the Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia, “Forest Policy” document was put on Aarhus Centre web-cite for comments;
15.06.2007 – Public hearing was conducted on “Forest Policy” document at the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia, where the comments submitted by all organizations were discussed;
25.06.2007 – Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia distributed the corrected version of “Forest Policy” document for further comments;

26.07.2007 – Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia published on site a draft of general list of provisions of licensing for long term forest use for comments;
17.09.2007 – Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia published on site a draft of normative acts related to the forest issues for comments;
21.11.2007 – Forestry Department of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia published on site a draft statutes related to the forest issues for comments; 
03.04.2008 – The first report of the European Commission on implementation of EU-Georgia Action Plan in the frame of ENP was published, where development of Forest Policy by the Government of Georgia was estimated positively.
