The case proceedings are conducted by the order and procedure of Article 229 and the following and are initiated upon filing of a private complaint by the State Forestry Office in the village of Mugla in the Municipality of Smolyan, against Decision No 46 dated 10.07.2007 on administrative case No 103/2007 of the Smolyan Administrative Court whereby argument for non-compliance with the law has been made.  Cancellation of this Decision is requested, as well as giving effect to the complaint. 

The private complaint is groundless.
Subject of appeal is Decision No 624 dated 8 June 2007 of the Smolyan Municipal Council with which was approved an amendment to the General Development Plan for the Perelik Tourist Center in the Municipality of Smolyan. In conformity with Article 136, paragraph 1 of the Law on Territory Planning the draft amendments for development plans on the grounds under Article 134, paragraphs 1 and 2, shall be elaborated, coordinated, announced, approved, and entered into force under the conditions and by the order of Section III of Chapter Seven. According to Article 127, paragraph 6 of this Chapter of the Law on Territory Planning the General Development Plan shall be approved by the Municipal Council upon report delivered by the Mayor of the Municipality. The Decision for Approval for the plan shall be promulgated in the State Gazette. It shall be final and shall not be subject to appeal. This means that the Decision for the amending of the General Development Plan is final and is not subject to appeal. The Court accepted rightfully and in conformity with these provisions that the complaint was inadmissible, left the latter without consideration and suspended the proceedings under the case owing to which the Decision should be left in force.
Taking into account the above set forth considerations the Supreme Administrative Court, Second College, 
DETERMINED AS FOLLOWS:

Leaves in force Decision No 46 dated 10 July 2007 issued on administrative case No 103/2007 at the Smolyan Administrative Court.

The Decision is final.
