CROSSRAIL BILL

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Secretary of State for Transport has introduced in the present Session of Parliament a Bill under the above name or short title for purposes of which the following is a concise summary:–

1.
The provision of a new cross London rail link (to be constructed by an undertaker to be nominated by order made by the Secretary of State) by way of new railways and improvement of existing railways in existing railway corridors from Maidenhead and Heathrow to Paddington, continuing in new twin tunnels under central London and diverging as two branches, one surfacing at Custom House then passing under the River Thames at Woolwich in twin tunnels and then continuing on the existing North Kent Line to Abbey Wood.  The other branch would surface at Pudding Mill Lane near Stratford and continue on the existing railway corridor to Shenfield.

2.
The works to be constructed by the nominated undertaker comprise–

Old Oak Common to Abbey Wood

In the London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham, the Royal Borough of Kensington & Chelsea and the City of Westminster –

· Work No. 1/2 is a realignment of the existing Reading Railway between Kensal Green and Westbourne Park which would connect with the proposed new tunnelled railways (Works Nos. 1/3A and 1/3B).  Works No. 1/1A and 1/1B are alterations of the existing railway.

In the City of Westminster, the London Boroughs of Camden, Islington and Tower Hamlets and the City of London–

· Works Nos. 1/3A and 1/3B are railways in twin tunnels running eastwards from Westbourne Park to Stepney Green and linking new stations at Paddington, Bond Street, Tottenham Court Road, Farringdon, Liverpool Street and Whitechapel.  The works also include shafts between Ranelagh Bridge and Westbourne Bridge, at North Carriage Drive in Hyde Park and at Park Lane, Fisher Street, Hanbury Street and Stepney Green, together with a crossover at Farringdon.

In the London Boroughs of Tower Hamlets, Newham, Greenwich and Bexley – 

· Works Nos. 1/4A and 1/4B continue the railways in twin tunnels from Stepney Green, passing south-eastwards to Custom House, and include a station at Isle of Dogs and shafts at Lowell Street, Hertsmere Road, Blackwall Way and Limmo.

· Work No. 1/5 continues the railway on surface from Custom House (the work includes the reconfiguration of the North London Line Custom House Station) passing along the existing rail corridor through the existing Connaught Tunnel, continuing on surface to Woolwich where twin tunnels carry the railway (as Works Nos. 1/6A and 1/6B) in tunnel beneath the River Thames and continuing on surface as Work No. 1/7 from Plumstead to Abbey Wood.  Work No. 1/5 includes shafts at Warren Lane and Arsenal Way and the reconstruction of Abbey Wood Station.

In the City of Westminster and the Royal Borough of Kensington & Chelsea–

· Railway sidings at Westbourne Park and between Westbourne Park and Paddington (Works Nos. 1/8A and 1/8B);

· A replacement bus parking facility at Westbourne Park Garage (Work No. 1/9A);

· Roads between Great Western Road and Alfred Road (Work No. 1/9B) and between Bishop’s Bridge Road and South Wharf Road (Work No. 1/11B);

· A utilities culvert in Charing Cross Road (Work No. 1/17);

In the London Borough of Camden–

· A temporary road, being a diversion of Charing Cross Road at its northern end (Work No. 1/18);

In the City of London–

· A shaft and tunnel for construction purposes in and beneath Aldersgate Street (Work No. 1/19);

· Diversions of the Moorgate Station Sewer (Work No. 1/21), a sewer in Aldersgate Street (Work No. 1/20) and the sewer in Liverpool Street (Work No. 1/24) and the temporary diversion and reinstatement of the London Bridge Sewer (Works Nos. 1/23A and 1/23B);

In the City of London and London Borough of Islington–

· A passenger subway linking the proposed Crossrail platforms at Liverpool Street station with the London Underground Northern Line platforms at Moorgate Station (Work No. 1/22);

In the London Borough of Tower Hamlets–

· A shaft and tunnel, for construction purposes, commencing south-west of the junction of Hanbury Street with Spital Street, passing northwards and terminating north-east of the junction of Bratley Street with Weaver Street (Work No. 1/25A);

· Conveyors on viaduct one commencing at a point north of the junction of Bratley Street with Weaver Street, passing north-westwards, then eastwards and then northwards under the Great Eastern Main Line Railway, crossing eastwards on a new bridge over the Grand Union/Regent’s Canal and terminating in Mile End Park (Work No. 1/25B) and the other commencing in Mile End Park passing south-westwards crossing over the Grand Union Canal/Regent’s Canal, southwards beneath the Great Eastern Main Line Railway, westwards and terminating in the existing Mile End (Devonshire Street) Sidings (Work No. 1/25E); 

· An accommodation road, forming an access to the Great Eastern Main Line Railway viaduct off Vallance Road (Work No. 1/25C) and alteration of the level of Upper Bank Street and reconstruction of the bridge carrying that road over West India Dock North (Work No. 1/27);

· Realignment of the Mile End (Devonshire Street) Sidings (Work No. 1/25D), a passenger subway and an escalator linking the proposed Crossrail platforms at Whitechapel to the London Underground District Line (Works Nos. 1/26A and 1/26B), a diversion of the North Eastern Storm Relief Sewer (Work No. 1/26C) and a jetty incorporating a conveyor, for construction purposes, in West India Dock North and West India Dock South (Work No. 1/28);

In the London Boroughs of Tower Hamlets and Newham–

· A jetty, for construction purposes, on the eastern bank of the River Lea north-west of the junction of Brunel Street with Victoria Dock Road (Work No. 1/29); 

In the London Borough of Newham–

· Realignment of the Docklands Light Railway, including reconstruction of Docklands Light Railway Custom House Station, commencing south-west of the junction of Munday Road with Victoria Dock Road, passing eastwards and terminating east of the junction of Chauntler Close with Victoria Dock Road (Work No. 1/30);

· Diversion of the Royal Docks Surface Water Sewer (Work No. 1/31), the Royal Docks Sewer (Main Line) (Work No. 1/32B), the Albert Road Sewer (Work No. 1/32C) and a new sewer replacing part of the Store Road Pumping Station Inlet Culvert (Work No. 1/32E);

· An accommodation road off Factory Road (Work No. 1/32A) and an access road between Albert Road and Factory Road (Work No. 1/32D);

In the London Boroughs of Greenwich and Bexley–

· Realignment of the North Kent Line (eastbound line), commencing west of the junction of Plumstead High Street with Griffin Road, passing eastwards and terminating north-west of the junction of Abbey Road with Shortlands Close and including a bridge over Work No. 1/7 (Work No. 1/33A), and the realignment of the North Kent Line (westbound line), commencing west of the junction of Plumstead High Street with Griffin Road, passing eastwards and terminating north-west of the junction of Abbey Road with Shortlands Close (Work No. 1/33B);

In the London Borough of Greenwich–

· A railway siding for the North Kent Line railway, commencing by a junction with Work No. 1/33A north of the junction of Plumstead High Street with Griffin Road, passing eastwards and terminating north-west of the junction of White Hart Road with Hartville Road (Work No. 1/33C);

· Two footbridges crossing over Works Nos. 1/7, 1/33A and 1/33B, one commencing at a point 50 metres north-east of the junction of Church Manor Way with Marmadon Road and terminating south-east of the junction of Church Manor Way with Mottisfont Road (Work No. 1/34) and the other commencing north-west of the junction of Bostal Manorway with Abbey Grove (Work No. 1/36), and a sewer diversion north of the junction of Woodhurst Road with Bracondale Road (Work No. 1/35);

In the London Borough of Bexley–

· Reconstruction of the bridge carrying Harrow Manor Way over Works Nos. 1/7, 1/33A and 1/33B west of the junction of Felixstowe Road with Sydney Road (Work No. 1/37A);

In the London Boroughs of Greenwich and Bexley–

· Realignment of Felixstowe Road commencing north of the junction of Wilton Road with Gayton Road and terminating at the junction of Felixstowe Road with Rushdene (Work No. 1/37B), realignment of Gayton Road commencing south of its existing junction with Wilton Road and terminating north of its existing junction with Florence Road (Work No. 1/37C) and a sewer diversion beneath Wilton Road (Work No. 1/37D);

In the London Borough of Bexley–

· A wharf, comprising the refurbishment of Manor Wharf (Work No 1/38A), a conveyor for construction purposes between the wharf and a point south-west of the centre of the dolphin at the western end of the wharf (Work No. 1/38B) and an alteration of Norman Road south of Manor Wharf (Work No. 1/38C).

Stratford to Shenfield

In the London Boroughs of Tower Hamlets and Newham–

· Works Nos. 2/1A and 2/1B are railways in twin tunnels passing eastwards from Stepney Green then north-eastwards to Pudding Mill Lane.  The works include shafts at Stepney Green, Mile End Park and Eleanor Street. Work No. 2/2 continues the railway eastwards on surface on new bridges over Marshgate Lane, City Mill River and the Northern Outfall Sewers and terminates by a junction with the Great Eastern Main Line Railway north-west of the junction of Warton Road with Bridgewater Road;

· Work No. 2/3 is a deviation of the Up Electric Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway, commencing north of the junction of Wrexham Road with Baldock Street, passing north-east over Marshgate Lane, City Mill River and the Northern Outfall Sewers and terminating north-west of the junction of Warton Road with Bridgewater Road;

· Work No. 2/4 is a realignment of the Docklands Light Railway, commencing north of the junction of Baldock Street with Wrexham Road passing eastwards on new viaduct over Marshgate Lane, City Mill River and the Northern Outfall Sewers and terminating south-west of the junction of Rowse Close with Carpenters Road.  The work includes a new Docklands Light Railway station at Pudding Mill Lane;

Other works – 

· Sidings for construction purposes within proposed working sites east of Pudding Mill Lane (Works Nos. 2/5A, 2/5B, 2/5C and 2/5D);

· Realignments of Marshgate Lane (Work No. 2/6A) and Barbers Road (Work No. 2/7) and a new road commencing by a junction with Pudding Mill Lane north-west of the junction of Pudding Mill Lane with Barbers Road and terminating by a junction with Marshgate Lane as proposed to be realigned north-west of that road junction (Work No. 2/6B);

In the London Borough of Tower Hamlets and Newham–

· Diversion of the Hackney to Abbey Mills Sewer and Wick Lane Sewer, including shafts for construction and maintenance and a pumping station (Work No. 2/8);

In London Borough of Newham–

· A railway cross-over between the Down and Up Electric Lines of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway, north-east of the junction of Station Road with Carlyle Road (Work No. 2/9) and an access road, including a bridge over Alders Brook, commencing in Lugg Approach (Work No. 2/11);

In the London Boroughs of Redbridge and Newham–

· A railway siding off the Up Passenger Avoiding Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway, commencing north of the junction of Aldersbrook Lane with Daines Close, passing eastwards and terminating north of the junction of Lugg Approach with Romford Road  (Work No. 2/10);

In the London Boroughs of Redbridge and Barking & Dagenham–

· A railway, forming a freight loop line, commencing off the Up Main Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway west of the junction of Ashgrove Road with Granton Road and terminating by re-connecting with that railway south-east of the junction of Heath Road with Junction Road West (Work No. 2/12);

In the London Boroughs of Barking & Dagenham and Havering–

· A railway commencing by a junction with the existing Electric Lines of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway south of the junction of Whalebone Lane South with Morden Road, passing eastwards over Jutsums Lane on a new bridge, under the existing railway in tunnel and terminating within a proposed depot at Romford north of the junction of Old Church Road with Nursery Walk (Work No. 2/13); 

· A railway commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/13 south-east of the junction of Whalebone Lane South with Morden Road, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Great Eastern Main Line Railway south-west of the junction of Eddy Close with Bridport Avenue (Work No. 2/13A);

In the London Borough of Havering–

· A railway commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/13 south-east of the junction of Jutsums Lane with Bridport Avenue, passing westwards on a new bridge over Jutsums Lane and terminating by a junction with the Great Eastern Main Line Railway south-west of the junction of Eddy Close with Bridport Avenue (Work No. 2/13B);

· Railway sidings within the proposed Romford depot commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/13 north-west of the junction of Crow Lane with Beechfield Gardens, passing eastwards and terminating south-east of the junction of St Andrews Road with Queen Street (Work No. 2/13C) and commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/13C south of the junction of Sheringham Avenue with Knighton Road and terminating east of the junction of Waterloo Road with Exchange Street (Work No. 2/13D); realignment of railway sidings commencing by a junction with the Electric Lines of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway south-east of the junction of Wallenger Avenue with Cranbrook Drive, passing eastwards and terminating south of the junction of Ewan Road with Cavell Crescent (Work No. 2/16A), and  railway sidings commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/16A south-east of the junction of Clunas Gardens with Amery Gardens, passing south-west and terminating east of the junction of Upper Brentwood Road with South Drive (Work No. 2/16B);

· An accommodation road, being a diversion of part of Sandgate Close (Work No. 2/14A), an improvement of Nursery Walk and Footpath FP127 including an extension of the footpath subway between that road and Stockland Road (Work No. 2/14B); a road forming a temporary diversion of Atlanta Boulevard (Work No. 2/15D); an access road, commencing by a junction with Havana Close south-west of its junction with South Street and terminating in The Battis south-west of its junction with South Street (Work No. 2/15E); and a temporary access road commencing by a junction with the Southend Arterial Road north-east of the junction of Belgrave Avenue with Amery Gardens and terminating north of the junction of Ardleigh Close with Hillman Close (Work No. 2/17);

· Diversion of the sewer west of Waterloo Road (Work No. 2/15A);

· Widening of the southside bridge carrying the Great Eastern Main Line Railway over Waterloo Road (Work No. 2/15B) and a bridge for vehicular access over the River Rom west of the junction of Victoria Road with South Street (Work No. 2/15C);

In the County of Essex, Borough of Brentwood–

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Down Electric Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway east of the junction of Woodway with Abbots Close, passing northwards and terminating north-east of the junction of Hutton Road with Crossways (Work No. 2/18A); 

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Up Electric Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway east of the junction of Woodway with Abbots Close, passing northwards and terminating north of the junction of Rayleigh Road with Alexander Lane, including sidings on the western side of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway and to the north of Shenfield Station (Work No. 2/18B);
· Railway sidings on the western side of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway and to the south of Shenfield Station (Work No. 2/18C);

· Realignment of the Chelmsford Loop of the Great Eastern Main Line railway, commencing by a junction with the existing Up Electric Line of the Great Eastern Main Line Railway north-east of the junction of Hutton Road with Crossways, passing north-east and terminating by a junction with the existing Down Main Line of the Great Eastern Main Line railway east of the junction of Oliver Road with Hunter Road (Work No. 2/18D);

· Realignment of the Southend Loop Line, commencing by a junction with Work No. 2/18D north of the junction of Rayleigh Road with Alexander Lane, passing northwards and terminating by a junction with the Southend Loop Line east of the junction of Oliver Road with Hunter Avenue (Work No. 2/18E);

In the County of Essex, District of Basildon–

· Railway sidings for construction purposes, commencing by a junction with the London, Tilbury & Southend Railway south-east of the junction of The Meads with Elmtree Road, passing eastwards and terminating south of the junction of Pitsea Hall Lane with Brackendale Avenue (Work No. 2/19).

Maidenhead to Old Oak Common

In the County of Berkshire, Royal Borough of Windsor & Maidenhead–

· Deviation of the Reading Railway commencing by a junction with that railway south of the junction of Longlea Gardens with Lexington Avenue, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway west of the bridge carrying that railway over York Stream (Work No. 3/1A); railway sidings within Maidenhead Station Yard (Work No. 3/1B); a railway commencing within Maidenhead Station Yard, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Reading Railway west of the bridge carrying that railway over King Street/Braywick Road (Work No. 3/1C); and a railway commencing by a junction with the Bourne End Branch Railway at Maidenhead Station, passing eastwards and terminating west of the bridge carrying the Reading Railway over King Street/Braywick Road (Work No. 3/1D);

· A sewer diversion commencing south-east of the junction of Boyn Valley Road with Clare Road and terminating west of the junction of Ludlow Road with Shoppenhanger’s Road, including shafts for construction and maintenance (Work No. 3/1E) and, a temporary road, being a realignment of Shoppenhanger’s Road (Work No. 3/1F);

In the County of Berkshire, Borough of Slough–

· Reconstruction of the bridge carrying Leigh Road over the Reading Railway (Work No. 3/2) and of Trenches Bridge carrying footpath FP 47a and cycleway over the Reading Railway (Work No. 3/8); a raising of the bridge carrying Stoke Poges Lane over the Reading Railway and Work No. 3/3 (Work No. 3/3A); two temporary bridges, one to carry Wexham Road over the Reading Railway (Work No. 3/5A) and the other to carry St. Mary’s Road over the Reading Railway (Work No. 3/7A); and partial reconstruction of three bridges carrying Wexham Road, Middlegreen Road and St. Mary’s Road  over the Reading Railway (Works Nos. 3/5B, 3/6 and 3/7B);

· Realignment of the Reading Railway commencing by a junction with that railway west of the bridge carrying Farnham Road over that railway, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway east of the bridge carrying William Street over that railway (Work No. 3/3) and of the Windsor and Eton Branch Railway at Slough Station (Work No. 3/4);

In the County of Berkshire, Borough of Slough and County of Buckinghamshire, District of South Bucks, Parish of Iver–

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Reading Railway north of the junction of Mead Avenue with Harvey Road, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway west of the bridge carrying the M25 over that railway, including a bridge over Hollow Hill Lane and the removal of Dog Kennel Bridge at Iver (Work No. 3/9);

In the County of Buckinghamshire, District of South Bucks, Parish of Iver– 

· Realignment of part of a private access road adjacent to Iver Station (Work No. 3/9A); a diversion of Thorney Lane South commencing in that road north of the existing junction of Court Lane with Thorney Lane South and terminating in that road south-east of the existing junction of Bathurst Walk with Thorney Lane South, including a bridge over the Reading Railway and the removal of the existing Thorney Lane South road bridge (Work No. 3/9B); and an extension of Bathurst Walk at its eastern end (Work No. 3/9C);

In the London Borough of Hillingdon–

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Reading Railway west of the bridge carrying that railway over the Colnbrook branch line (the former Staines and West Drayton Railway), passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Reading Railway east of the existing bridge carrying Kingston Lane over that railway (Work No. 3/10);

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Heathrow Express Railway north of the northern tunnel portal of that railway, passing northwards then eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Reading Railway west of the bridge carrying The Parkway over that railway, including a viaduct adjacent to the Stockley Flyover (Work No. 3/11);

· A railway commencing by a junction with Work No. 3/11 north-east of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Reading Railway east of the bridge carrying Dawley Road over that railway (Work No. 3/13B); 

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Heathrow Express Railway north of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with Work No. 3/13A north-east of the northern end of Burnham Gardens (Work No. 3/13C);

· Two realignments of the Heathrow Express Railway, one commencing by a junction with that railway north of the northern tunnel portal of that railway, passing northwards and terminating by a junction with that railway north-west of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive (Work No. 3/12A); and the other commencing by a junction with Work No. 3/12A north of the northern tunnel portal of that railway, passing northwards and terminating by a junction with that railway north-west of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive (Work No. 3/12B);

· Two realignments of the Reading Railway, one commencing by a junction with that railway north of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway east of the bridge carrying Dawley Road over that railway (Work No. 3/13A); and the other commencing by a junction with that railway north of the junction of Conway Drive with Stormont Drive, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway north of the northern end of Burnham Gardens (Work No. 3/13D);

· Sidings within West Drayton Yard (Works Nos. 3/10A and 3/10B);

· An access road in the West Drayton Yard including a level crossing of the Colnbrook branch line (the former Staines and West Drayton Railway) and a bridge over Fray’s River (Work No. 3/10C); a realignment of a culvert in the West Drayton Yard, including an inspection chamber (Work No. 3/10D); a diversion of the Colne Valley Sewer west of the junction of Padcroft Road with Tavistock Road (Work No. 3/10E); two bridges, one to carry the footpath and cycleway between Kingston Lane and Horton Bridge Road over the Reading Railway (Work No. 3/10F) and the other to carry the footpath and cycleway over the Reading Railway south of the junction of Iron Bridge Road South with Old Stockley Road, including the removal of the existing Old Stockley Road Bridge (Work No. 3/14); a temporary bridge to carry Station Road over the Reading Railway at Hayes and Harlington Station during the construction of Work No. 3/15B (Work No. 3/15A); and a raising and lengthening at the north-eastern end of the bridge carrying Station Road over the Reading Railway at Hayes and Harlington Station (Work No. 3/15B);

In the London Borough of Ealing–

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Greenford Branch Railway at West Ealing Station west of the junction of Drayton Avenue with Manor Road, passing south-eastwards then eastwards and terminating south of the junction of Drayton Road with Manor Road (Work No. 3/16);

· Deviation of the Reading Railway (partly in tunnel) commencing by a junction with that railway west of the bridge carrying Hanger Lane over that railway, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with that railway west of the bridge carrying Horn Lane over that railway (Work No. 3/17);

· A railway commencing by a junction with the Reading Railway east of London Underground bridge No. D29 over that railway, passing eastwards and terminating by a junction with the Poplar Lines west of the bridge carrying Horn Lane over those lines (Work No. 3/17A);

· Sidings within the Acton Yard (Work No. 3/17B);

In the London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham–

· Realignment of existing sidings at and new sidings within Old Oak Common Depot (Works Nos. 3/18A, 3/18B and 3/18C).

3. Power for the nominated undertaker to carry out subsidiary works; to lay out or improve means of access with the limits of deviation and in locations shown on the deposited plans; to undertake diversion of specified overhead electric lines crossing the intended route in the London Borough of Newham and in the Parish of Iver, District of South Bucks in the County of Buckinghamshire; to carry out landscaping and other works to mitigate adverse effects of the authorised works or for the benefit or protection of land; the underpinning or strengthening of buildings within 50 metres of an underground railway or 35 metres of any other work, including power to survey buildings and to enter on adjoining property; discharge of water into watercourses or public sewers or drains; powers to survey lands, to carry out archaeological investigation and protect flora or fauna, including powers to leave apparatus on such land and powers of entry; and temporary interference with specified waterways in connection with the works, including powers to moor barges or other vessels and temporarily to close such waterways to navigation subject to restrictions.

4. CROSSRAIL BILL

The other branch would surface at Pudding Mill Lane near Stratford and continue on the existing railway corridor to Shenfield.
