
TEMPLATE FOR GOOD PRACTICES ON ADAPTATION TO CLIMATE CHANGE IN TRANSBOUNDARY WATERS
Introduction 

This document provides a template for good practices on adaptation to climate change in transboundary waters. It aims to facilitate the collection of case studies and examples of practices developed at basin level for adapting the water management to the climate change. It concerns transboundary rivers, lakes and aquifers. The good practices provide information on lessons learned and about the practical implementation of the lesson. 
Definition 

A good practice is a case situation in which (a) certain concept(s) or approach(es) proved to be beneficial or effective and where adaptive capacity has been increased. Also, a good practice can be an example of how a certain concept or approach proved to be detrimental and by changing the concept or approach the situation could become positive.
Format for good practice

	Title
A title that describes in short what the good practice is about



	Basin description
Short indication of geographical situation.


	Problem description
Description of the problem situation. 



	Solution
Short description of how the problem was solved or mitigated. What were the measures? e.g. institutional, political, legal, capacity development, or other measures.

	Lesson(s) learned and recommendations
Which lesson(s) learned is (are) concerned as well as recommendations for others
