II CONTINUATION OF THE WORKS - GUIDELINES ON GOOD PRACTICES 
The works to come are going to concern the realization of a guide of good practices. This guide will have in particular for object:


 - The analysis of the mechanisms of solidarity in the countries of UNECEEURO


 - The broadcasting of examples (success stories);


 - The supply of recommendations in solidarity towards the access to the water.

The smooth running of the services of water and purification are essential in the public health; (according to certain publications, in the western countries in the XXth century, the access to some drinking water and to the purification made more for the public health than the vaccinations). The difficulty thus lies in the existence and the smooth running of these services. Now the non-payment or the bad collection of the price of the water questions their functioning. Formerly we granted to the water no value, it was " a godsend ", we recognize the value of the water today. Besides the access to the water for all, including for populations in weak financial means is also indispensable systems of help or tariff support.

A workgroup will be established to elaborate this guide who could gather NGO, the UNDP, the OECD, and representatives of some countries. (Drafting Group: models, the truth of the costs).

Such a document has a double interest:


 - in the short time, to facilitate the access to the water by developing and by the diffusion of mechanisms of solidarity;


 - in the long term, his interest will be important all the more:


 - because of the increase general of the cost of the water which is noticed in all the countries;

- that in certain countries in transition, the cost of the services can not be echoed at present or little in the prizes. In the future the recovery of the costs is thus going to lead  to an increase of the price of the water, which is going to be heavy to support for the consumers. Other elements contributing to the price increase of the costs: the pollution and for example the effects of the climate change
