Data requirement harmonization (number of data elements required, definitions and codes used for these data elements) among various agencies inside a country and across borders is a necessary condition for establishing Single Windows for export and import clearance, as well as electronic document exchange. GRSP will also consider a range of amendments to current UNECE Regulations related to vehicle passive safety requirements, in particular: door latches and hinges, safety-belts and its anchorages, cabs of commercial vehicles, child restraints systems, strength of seats, restraining of children and wheelchair users traveling on buses and coaches, frontal collision of buses and coaches, as well as a new draft Regulation on accessory or replacement seat covers.
