	The Implementation Committee’s objective is to review compliance by the Parties with their obligations under the Convention on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary Context (Espoo Convention), with a view to assisting them fully to meet their commitments.

In this session, the Committee will review further the Government of Ukraine’s strategy to implement fully the Convention, as well as the Government of Armenia’s report on actions taken to implement recommendations of the Meeting of the Parties to the Convention.
