Preparation of Graphics and Understanding the Quality of Graphics

The objective of this activity is for participants to consider tables of data and develop graphics to illustrate their findings.

Data Provided

The spreadsheet Exercise Data 13 July.xls contains six worksheets of data that have been published by the Food and Agricultural Organization (FAO) in their 1999 publication: Filling the Data Gap. According to the FAO, this data is readily available at the global and regional levels from their online database FAOSTAT (www.fao.org).

1. Total, Rural and Agricultural Population

2. Total and Agricultural Labour Force

3. Sex Distribution of the Total, Agricultural and Non-Agricultural Labour Force

4. Distribution of Women’s Labour Force by Agricultural and Non-Agricultural Activities

5. Population Density and Availability of Land for Agriculture

6. Women’s Share in the Total Agricultural Labour Force in Selected Developing Countries, Classified by Income and Agricultural Land Classes

Task

1. Review the data provided (Click on the tabs at the bottom of the Excel screen to move between spreadsheets).

2. What conclusions can you draw about possible gender issues in agriculture?

3. Illustrate one of your findings by creating a graph from the data.

4. Prepare a brief summary to accompany your graph.

5. Elect a spokesperson who will report your findings back to the group at the end of this session.

If time allows you may wish to select another finding to illustrate with a graph, or consider the questions for discussion below.

· What further information is needed for a more detailed gender analysis?
