Joint UNECE/Eurostat Expert Group Meeting on the Implementation of the CES Census Recommendations 
for Register-Based Censuses

(Astana, Kazakhstan, 7-8 June 2007)

INFORMATION NOTICE NO. 1

1. The UNECE and Eurostat are organising a Joint Expert Group Meeting on the Implementation of the CES Census Recommendations for Register-Based Censuses.  The meeting will take place, on invitation by the Agency of Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in Astana, Kazakhstan, on 7-8 June 2007. 2. The meeting will be organised back-to-back to the Joint UNECE-Eurostat Meeting on Population and Housing Censuses, taking place in Astana on 4-6 June 2007. PURPOSE OF THE MEETING

3. The main purpose of the meeting is to discuss the implementation of the Conference of European Statisticians [CES] Recommendations for the 2010 Censuses of Population and Housing in countries that plan to use registers or administrative sources to produce (in part or exclusively) census data.  

4. The focus of the discussion will not be on the methodology adopted to produce census data, but rather on the output, including concepts, definitions, and classifications of the characteristics to be collected in the census.  In particular, participants in the meeting will discuss how to measure topics included in the CES Census Recommendations that could be particularly challenging for countries using registers to produce census data. The experts will discuss these cases in practical terms, with the objective of finding a common approach.  

5. The expected outcome of the meeting is a set of practical guidelines on the implementation of selected topics included in the CES census recommendations for register-based censuses.  This set of guidelines will help countries conducting register-based censuses to better prepare their next census, following as much as possible the CES recommendations.  It is also expected that the preparation of the guidelines and their adoption by countries for the next census round will result in improved comparability of the census data both among the countries conducting register-based censuses, and with the countries that conduct the census with other methods.

AGENDA OF THE MEETING

6. The work programme of the meeting includes the discussion of a number of census topics - selected from the CES Census Recommendations – that could pose some difficulties for countries conducting register-based censuses.  The topics will be selected in advance by the meeting’s organisers in consultation with experts from countries that have experience on register-based censuses.

III.  
PARTICIPATION AND ACCREDITATION

8. The meeting is organised mainly for census experts from UNECE member countries that for the 2010 census round plan to use registers or administrative sources to produce (in part or exclusively) census data.  

9. Representatives of Member States of the United Nations and of interested intergovernmental organizations are welcome to participate in the meeting.  Participants representing non-governmental organizations in a consultative status with the United Nations Economic and Social Council may also attend. All participants must be accredited by the competent authorities of their country or international organization.

10. All participants attending the meeting are requested to have a valid passport and, if required, a visa.  Applications for visas should be made as soon as possible to the Embassy (or Consulate) of Kazakhstan in the country in which the participant reside, with a reference to the Joint UNECE/Eurostat Expert Group Meeting on the Implementation of the CES Census Recommendations for Register-Based Censuses. 

11. Participants may request a letter to the Agency of Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan in order to facilitate obtaining a visa. 14. The working language of the meeting is English.  No interpretation will be available in other languages, and documents will be available in English only.

15. The Conference of European Statisticians [CES] Recommendations for the 2010 Censuses of Population and Housing will serve as the basis for discussion at the meeting. 16. In order to facilitate the discussion at the meeting, additional material could be prepared by the meeting organisers.  In addition, participants have the possibility to submit supporting papers on topics related to the purpose of the meeting.  In principle, supporting papers will not be presented at the meeting. Supporting papers, in English and not exceeding 8 pages in length (including tables, references, annexes, etc.), should be submitted to the UNECE Secretariat by 1 May 2007 at the latest.  Papers should be submitted electronically in MS Word format to Mr. Paolo Valente (paolo.valente@unece.org).
