1. The UNECE, in cooperation with UNESCAP and UNFPA, is organising a Training Workshop on Census Technology for SPECA and CIS member countries. The Workshop will take place, on invitation by the Agency of Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in Astana, Kazakhstan, on 7-8 June 2007. 2. The Training Workshop is organised back-to-back to the Joint UNECE-Eurostat Meeting on Population and Housing Censuses, taking place also in Astana on 4-6 June 2007. PURPOSE OF THE TRAINING WORKSHOP

3. The objective of the Training Workshop is to introduce participants to modern information technology for the forthcoming 2010 Round of Population and Housing Censuses, help National Statistical Offices in assessing the feasibility of implementing available technological solutions taking into account the circumstances prevailing in their respective country. discuss experiences and sharing knowledge among countries in the region on the adoption  of suitable technological equipment and software.
4. The Training Workshop is organized for Census Directors and Information Technology experts of the National Statistical Offices in Central Asia, Azerbaijan, Afghanistan, who are in charge of organizing and managing the census.  Representatives of National Statistical Offices of other CIS countries are also invited to participate.  The participants need to be familiar with Census management processes and Information Technology processes related to the Census, and should be able to give short presentations on the preparation process of the forthcoming Census in their respective countries.

5. The training will be a combination of lectures, plenary discussions, exercises and group work.  All participants are expected to participate actively in the different activities. 

II. PROVISIONAL AGENDA OF THE TRAINING WORKSHOP

PARTICIPATION AND ACCREDITATION

6. National Statistical Offices of Central Asian and other CIS member countries are welcomed to nominate delegates to participate in the Workshop.  UNECE can, based on financial support from the UN Development Account, finance a maximum of two (2) representatives from each Central Asian country, Afghanistan and Azerbaijan.  Additional participation, funded by the NSO itself, UNFPA or other sources is also strongly encouraged.

8. All participants attending the meeting are requested to have a valid passport and, if required, a visa.  Applications for visas should be made as soon as possible to the Embassy (or Consulate) of Kazakhstan in the country in which the participant resides, with a reference to the UNECE Training Workshop on Census technology - StatCapCA Training Workshop Nr 5 and possibly also to the Joint UNECE/Eurostat Meeting on Population and Housing Censuses.

11. UNECE will cover airfare and per diem (DSA) for the duration of the Workshop for two participants per Central Asian country, Afghanistan and Azerbaijan, excluding participants from the hosting country.  Any other participant(s) will participate at their own costs.  During the Training Workshop, the organizers of the Workshop will distribute to the participants from the countries mentioned above DSA at the United Nations prevailing rate in Astana (approximately USD 170 per day) to cover accommodations, meals and other incidental expenses.  If, for any reason, the participant is unable to attend for the full duration of the Workshop, a proportionate reduction in the allowance will be made.
11.  Please note that UNECE will not assume responsibility for any other expenditure, including the following:


All expenses in the home country incidental to travel abroad, including expenditure for visa, medical examination, inoculations and other such miscellaneous items and internal travel to and from the airport of arrival and departure in the home country;


Salary and related allowances for the participants during the period of the Workshop;


Costs incurred by participants in respect of travel insurance, accident insurance, medical or dental bills or hospitalization fees in connection with their attending the Workshop;


Compensation in the event of death or disability of participants in connection with their attending the Workshop;


Any loss or damage of personal property of participants while attending the Workshop or losses or damages claimed by third parties as a result of negligence on the part of the participants;


Any other expenses of a personal nature, not directly related to the purpose of the Workshop.







13.  In order to obtain the DSAs, participants need to submit on the first day of the Workshop

· A copy of the passport showing personal details, including photo and the immigration stamp in Kazakhstan;

· A copy of the air ticket;

· Boarding pass(es).

14.  Upon receipt of confirmation of attendance, UNECE will make arrangements, through the local UNDP offices, to issue most direct economy air tickets for participants to travel from the country of their residence to Astana and return.  Arrangements will be made for participants to arrive in Astana on Sunday, 3 June and depart for their respective countries on Saturday, 9 June 2007, depending on available flight connections.  Participants should not purchase tickets by themselves.  Please note that if tickets are not issued by the rules above, the UNECE will not be in a position to reimburse them.
