The Generic Statistical Business Process Model, and its implementation in practice
The Generic Statistical Business Process Model (GSBPM) is a cornerstone of work on the standardisation and industrialisation of statistical production. It was launched in 2009 by the Conference of European Statisticians Steering Group on Statistical Metadata (METIS), and was originally intended as a tool to facilitate harmonisation of terminology and benchmarking of statistical production processes within and between organisations. The GSBPM has since been adopted by many countries around the world, and is increasingly being used for other purposes such as strategic resource management, process quality management and as a classification framework for statistical standards and software. This presentation will introduce the GSBPM and some of the ways in which it is being implemented in different organisations and for different purposes.
