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1. Introduction 

This paper presents data specifications for the reporting tables for the MCPFE report 2007 (or 2008) for the MCPFE indicators for SFM. The specification of each reporting table includes a template for the reporting table, as well as reporting units, reference years and definitions of the categories (variables, parameters) that are used for reporting on the quantitative indicators.

The MCPFE FRA 2007/2008 reporting format comprises the reporting tables for all the quantitative indicators where UNECE/FAO was specified as an international data provider in the reference document “MCPFE Background Information for improved pan-European indicators for sustainable forest management”, Liaison Unit Vienna, 2003. (will be attached in the final version). In total this is the case for 24 of the 35 indicators. For each of these 24 indicators the document proposes a reporting format for national data reporting.
