TEAM OF SPECIALISTS ON FOREST PRODUCTS MARKETS AND MARKETING

Annual Meeting, 4 October 2004, Geneva, Switzerland

Report of the Meeting

Mr. Ed Pepke, Forest Products Marketing Specialist, UNECE/FAO Timber Branch, and secretary of the Team, welcomed the meeting participants and announced that the Team’s mandate had been revised and proposed for extension through 2008 by the Joint Session of the UNECE Timber Committee (TC) and FAO European Forestry Commission (EFC) which started the following day with the annual Market Discussions (the mandate was subsequently extended on 8 October). Mr. Kit Prins, Chief, Timber Branch, also welcomed participants, briefed them on other outcomes of the Strategic Review of the Integrated Programme of Work of the TC and EFC and mentioned the need to link market developments and policy developments. There were 30 participants as listed in annex 1.
Dr. Richard Vlosky (United States), Team Leader, opened and conducted the meeting. He emphasized the importance of Team from marketer’s view is critical in today’s global situation. He stressed that this is a working Team and all members’ contributions are important. With the renewed mandate, the structure of the Team’s Subgroups would change accordingly to meet short-term tactics and long-term strategies. He concluded that current projects need to review their milestones and deadlines with the aim to complete them within the coming year. In order to complete projects, project leaders need to identify the required resources.

Item 1. Adoption of the agenda
The provisional agenda was adopted.

Item 2. 2003-2004 goal achievement and 2004-2005 goals

Item 2a. Team achievements

Dr. Vlosky reviewed the Team’s past accomplishments and reported on current and future activities. He publicized the Team at the August 2004 Forest Products Society’s annual meeting. As he is also the leader of the IUFRO marketing working group, he is looking for possible synergies. To initiate joint work, a joint marketing specialist database was established at: www.unece.org/trade/timber/mis/tos/MarketExpertList.xls. A poster on the Team has been accepted for presentation at the IUFRO World Congress in Brisbane, Australia, in August 2005. Members are encouraged to participate.

The Team now has a Current Issues Forum Website located on the Louisiana State University server at: http://www.rnr.lsu.edu/lfpl/new/unece/. Currently the site has information in these market sectors: biofuels, e-business, global market enhancement and illegal logging. Team members are requested to share additional information through the site by sending to Dr. Vlosky. The site has utility beyond scope of Team. 
Item 2b. Subgroup A activities

Mr. Sylvain Labbé (Canada), Subgroup Leader, reviewed the Subgroup’s original mandate items: 1. advise the TC and EFC on forest products market developments, 2. contribute information to the TC and EFC on markets for certified forest products, and 3. advise the secretariat on the UNECE/FAO Forest Products Marketing Programme. The Subgroup currently has projects in progress on evaluation of wood promo campaigns and on evaluation of the effects on markets of illegal activities.

Mr. Alex McCusker, Statistician, UNECE/FAO Timber Branch, presented the status of the price work on the TC/EFC website. A consultant, Ms. Noora Kettunen, University of Helsinki, had circulated a questionnaire to the Team, and incorporated new series to the site as mandated by the FAO/UNECE Working Party on Forest Economics and Statistics (WPFES). The UN Forum on Forests has stressed that price statistics are needed for equitable information. Mr. Jeff Serveau (Canada) mentioned that good price information is already published in North America. However, Dr. Jim Bowyer (United States) said stumpage and mill delivered prices are needed (and in a common currency and on a standard volume basis). The Team agreed that for daily decisions, the forest products trade does not need historical price series, however price data and trends are necessary for researchers’ analyses, e.g. econometric projections. While the trade would need prices reported in common units and currency, apparently commonality is not important for analysis of long-term trends. Dr. Vlosky suggested building an algorithm to produce common units and currencies. Inflation deflators could also be built into the site. Mr. McCusker concluded that the TC/EFC website could be a clearing house for sources of prices. He requested the Team to suggest additional prices series by email, especially for Team members not yet responding.

The Subgroup planned this and other work at their meeting (see report in annex 3).

Item 2c. Subgroup C activities

Dr. Zsolt Kovàcs (Hungary), Subgroup Leader, stated the Subgroup’s original mandate item: to advise the TC and EFC on their market-related publications. He reviewed the results of the survey done in 2003 which were presented to the WPFES in March 2004. The WPFES thanked the Team for the survey, and requested that it be expanded to the entire UNECE/FAO Timber Branch’s Contact Database. The results are to be presented back to the WPFES in March 2005. 

The Subgroup planned this and other work at their meeting (see report in annex 4).

Item 2d. Subgroup D activities

Mr. Jeremy Wall (European Commission), Subgroup Leader, reiterated the Subgroup’s original mandate items: 1. undertake studies on marketing issues, emerging markets, market development, etc., and 2. provide assistance in marketing to central and eastern European countries through information collection, analysis and dissemination, including workshops. The Subgroup is conducting a wood promotion survey in order to evaluate the effectiveness of campaigns in the UNECE region. They have a project underway to collect information on woody biomass markets. In conjunction with the European Commission’s programme on “Enhanced Use of Wood” and especially its working group on education and training. Results of these projects will be additions to the Team’s website.

Mr. Douglas Clark, UNECE/FAO Timber Branch, presented the status of marketing assistance to central and eastern European countries (CEECs) and the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS). Mr. Clark is a loaned expert from the UK Forestry Commission working with the Timber Branch on marketing assistance. As a basis for both sustainable forest management and sustained economic development, the objectives are to introduce marketing concepts, raise marketing awareness and build a network of national centers of marketing information. Together with the other members of the Timber Branch, he has developed a Strategic Plan for Assistance with Capacity Building in Forest Products Marketing. He is also working on funding proposals, for example the Forest Sector Marketing Development project proposal. In discussion the Team thanked Mr. Clark for his support and encouraged him to take a market approach, i.e. to assure that countries are solicited as to their needs for marketing assistance.

The Subgroup planned this and other work at their meeting (see report in annex 5).

Item 3. Future directions

Dr. Vlosky spoke on the Team’s accomplishments to date, and stated there is much more to do. He said the secretariat depends on Team in its Forest Products Marketing Programme. He stressed the need for continual, active participation and technical contributions. The Team is a “network” and open to colleagues in UNECE region countries. In light of the Team’s new mandate, the Subgroups were reduced to three, and they later renamed themselves as: Responsible Trade (formerly Subgroup A), Market Intelligence (formerly Subgroup C) and Emerging Markets for Forest Products Subgroup (formerly Subgroup D). He urged the Subgroups to take on realistic goals and deliverables for the next 12 months. The Team suggested further consideration of these topics: 

· A. Illegal logging actions, including procurement policies (a solution or a trap

· Wood campaign effectiveness

· Advise the TC/EFC on market related outputs

· Biomass and renewable energy information distributed via website

· Enhanced use of wood/education and training

· Further work areas were discussed during the next item by the Subgroups

Item 4. Subgroup breakout sessions

The Subgroups held individual meetings.

Item 5. Report of Subgroup breakout sessions

Mr. Labbé reported on the Responsible Trade Subgroup meeting. They will work on the following issues (see annex 3 for details):

· Public procurement policies

· Illegal logging in relation to trade, including definitions, scope and possible solutions, to eventually be presented in a workshop

· Forecasting demand for forest products, including value-added products, in China and India

· Interactions of supply and demand between wood for bioenergy and traditional forest products (in conjunction with Emerging Markets for Forest Products Subgroup).

Mr. Michael Buckley (United States), Deputy Team Leader, and new Leader of the Market Intelligence Subgroup, presented a summary of the Subgroup meeting (see annex 4 for details). To contribute to the sustainable development of forest products markets and trade, they will consider:

· Market-related outputs’ content, quality, format and timeliness. Are the outputs reaching all the clients who would benefit? A renewed survey on outputs to be completed for the WPFES in March 2005.

· Country market reports for the TC Market Discussions, including timeliness, content, format.

Mr. Wall reported on the Emerging Markets for Forest Products Subgroup meeting (see annex 5 for details). The Subgroup will work on:

· Team’s website content to focus on global market dynamics, with a review of the site’s other content, form and functionality

· Sustainable forest products markets to include illegal logging.

· Wood and forest promotion campaign effectiveness survey

· Marketing capacity building in CEECs and CIS

· Enhanced use of wood, including coordination with an EU conference.

Item 6. Provision for producing and distributing meeting report

Dr. Vlosky stated the report will be drafted by Mr. Pepke, and requested the Subgroup Leaders to send their meeting reports within 2 weeks. Subgroup reports are to include a brief summary of the meeting, with focus on work to be accomplished, with lead responsibilities and deadlines assigned and agreed. The report should include a list of the Subgroup meeting participants.

Item 7. Next meetings of the Team

Dr. Vlosky stated that the Team could have 2 meetings in 2005:

a. Monday, 26 September 2005, in conjunction with TC Market Discussions on 27-28 September in Geneva

Annex 4. Market Intelligence Subgroup Report

By Michael Buckley, 12 November 2004
Despite the agreement to continue to call this Subgroup C, this group focuses on “market information and intelligence” and the analysis thereof. One proposal was to call it the “Market Intelligence” Group.

The group meeting was initially chaired by Zsolt Kovacs, passing to Michael Buckley towards the end of the meeting. 

The discussions can be summarized as:

1. Committed to developing systems or procedures to improve market information gathering and distribution; with the aim of contributing to sustainable development of wood markets.

2. The target of this work towards improved information was agreed as The Timber Committee (TC) and the open market. 

3. An evaluation exercise as to the accuracy of market information available to the TC should be an objective.

4. Concern was expressed at the steadily falling response rate of country delegations submitting country reports. At the time of the meeting only 20 out of a possible 55 had submitted reports in advance (and subsequently this did not appear to rise significantly on the arrival of TFC delegates for the market discussions).

5. Criticism was made as to the (over) length of reports and the inconsistency of their presentation. Several were highlighted.

6. Agreed that the Group not be limited to those attending this session as others had shown previous interest in working with the group.

Actions proposed:

1. To create list of active and potential participants and contributors to this group

(ACTION: all)

2. To survey the countries which did not respond to establish the reasons and to determine whether (with changes?) they can be encouraged to do submit reports in future. (ACTION: Buckley to draft an enquiry form, working with the Secretariat for approval prior to distribution - November 2004)

3. To work on and possibly update guidelines for all countries to consolidate the country report format and limit length.

(ACTION: Buckley to work with Secretariat in Geneva (during future visit?) to prepare a position paper for consideration – Early New Year 2005)

4. To report on progress in time for the next Bureau meeting – March 2005
