Workshop on planning and managing national Data Harmonization in Support of the Tajikistan Single Window 
12-13 June 2012 Dushanbe, Tajikistan
Ministry of economic Development and Trade 

Background:
In 2010, the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan has adopted a Single Window System Implementation Program on export, import and transit procedures within the Republic of Tajikistan. The Program implementation will simplify and optimize the export, import and transit procedures which are significantly reduce the cost and time for international trade transactions.
A core requirement of Single Window in Tajikistan will be the harmonization and standardization of the information in cross border trade. This includes the analysis of the information requirements for cross border trade, the simplification of the paper forms, the development of a national data catalogue (dictionary) that can be used by all border agencies and the development electronic trade documents. 
The Data Harmonization and implementation of paperless trade should be based on open, international standards. The core standards for simplification of documents and electronic data exchange such as the UN Layout Key, the UN Trade Data Element Directory or the WCO Data Model are developed by the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe through its Center for Trade Facilitation and electronic Business (CEFACT)  and the World Customs Organization (WCO).

In order to introduce data harmonization requirement for involved SW agencies Ministry of economical development and trade of Republic of Tajikistan conducts this seminar jointly by the  GIZ Program «Support to regional economic cooperation in CA» and the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) under its regional Network of Experts for Paperless Trade (UNNExT) 
Objective of the meeting:

In the meeting the participants will learn about latest standards, bet practice and experiences made in planning and implementing data harmonization including development of paperless trade for Single Window. The meeting will look into the following topics:

· What is data harmonization and why is it important

· How does a data harmonization project fit into the Single Window development

· A stepwise approach to develop electronic trade documents
· Planning a data harmonization project

· Example of a national data harmonization project

· Practical recommendation for data harmonization 
The meeting is designed as an interactive workshop. The objective is to present the topics and international experiences made and to discuss a strategy for planning, implementation and management of the data harmonization project in Tajikistan.
