Coordination of work with other international organizations
At its 2012 session, the Working Party “asked the support of the UNECE secretariat for exploring how the existing mechanisms of cooperation with other international organizations working on quality standards, such as OECD and Codex Alimentarius, could be strengthened.” On 15 November 2012, the common position of the Working Party on the need to improve cooperation was transmitted to the secretariats of OECD and Codex Alimentarius in a letter signed by the Director of the UNECE Trade and Sustainable Land Management Division. The letter asked those secretariats to suggest to their member countries that they consider the UNECE initiative.

The delegations may wish to formulate proposals on to the Codex Alimentarius Working Group, established at the September 2012 session of the Codex Committee on Fresh Fruits and Vegetables (CCFFV), which has the mandate to evaluate the CCFFV Terms of Reference, and particularly the reference to UNECE standards. Recommendations of that Working Group will be submitted for consideration at the 2014 session of CCFFV.
Those international organizations present and wishing to do so, will be invited to make proposals for cooperation.
