SIZING FOR CITRUS FRUIT

Transmitted by South Africa

South Africa has for a number of years marketed soft citrus under size code 1 which proved to be very popular in the trade. However with the last revision of the citrus standard this size code indication was removed from the table prescribing size scales for soft citrus. This amendment is resulting in numerous practical, technical and marketing implications which are mostly negative. Although the implementation of the amendment is not entirely impossible it proved to be difficult. 
To remedy this situation we are thus hereby requesting an amendment to the UNECE citrus standard to allow both size codes 1 and 1 – X to be used as an indication of the size ranges for the 63 – 74mm range.
