The Sizing of Kiwi Fruit in the United States

INTRODUCTION:

The United States fresh produce industry uses count and a count/weight combination in the sizing of kiwifruits. The weight/count sizing combination is closely tied to packaging and presentation. 

Kiwi fruit are packaged in the following methods in the United States.

1.
Volume Fill, 9 kg (19.8 lbs) lug 




· Packed sizes 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 36, 39, 42, 45 

· Loose filled 9 kg. (19.8 lbs.) fruit in container 

2. 
3-Layer Cartons


· Packed sizes 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 36, 39, 42 (size 45 special order) 

· Each fruit individually placed in plastic cup holders, 3 layers per carton 

3.
Single-Layer Trays/Flats.
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· Packed counts 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 36, 39, 42 (45 count special order) 

· Each fruit individually placed in plastic cup holders, 1 layer per tray 

4.
1 lb. Bags in Master Container
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· Packed sizes 42, 45 (other sizes special order) 

· 6-7 Fruit/1 lb. bag, 20 bags per container 

5.
Mini Wooden Bins
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· Packed sizes 39, 42, 45 

· Loose filled 125 lbs. fruit in wooden bin 

SIZING TOLERANCE:

The count/weight combination is based on the designation listed in the following table - based on the number of fruit per 8pound {3.63kg}. sample.
