UNECE Standard – Porcine Meat Carcase and Cuts

Comments:

1. The eventual objective of the collective set of UNECE Standards and carcases and cuts is to address the global trading requires for all meat products for human consumption. If this is the case that there must be uniformity and consistency between each of the individual standards. To date the standards for Bovine, Porcine, Ovine and now Llama have been prepared. There are minor inconsistencies between these documents as they are being prepared independently of each other. To address this issue a guideline document that defines the basis for common elements and the process for cuts coding need to be endorsed and issued for use. This would form the basis of all the individual standards were only the species specific elements change.

2. Within the Porcine standard the Production system and Feeding System are different from the published Bovine standard. Both of these are non-species specific elements. 

3. The cut coding process needs to be consistently applied across the whole of the series of standards, be globally applicable, but must be specific for each species. The proposed Porcine codes meet these requirement in that they fit with the other published UNECE standards, apply globally and are species specific. Bovine, porcine and ovine are often traded along side each other. The coding system for these species must ensure that there is no overlap between the basic cut/ carcase codes.
