Programme 
The Eurasian Economic Community (EurAsEC) and the UN Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), in cooperation with the European Commission (EC) and the World Customs Organization (WCO) are organizing their third joint Capacity-Building Workshop on trade facilitation focused on Data Harmonization, the Single Window and the Single Administrative Document. The workshop will focus on the following topics:
(1) The legal aspects of implementing the Single Window concept and data harmonization. The objective is to formulate a number of recommendations on what legal adjustments should be made, in order to create the necessary legal environment for: (a) a Single Window for export and import clearance, data harmonization, and electronic document exchange in EurAsEC Member States; and (b) harmonize relevant legislation among the EurAsEC countries.
(2) Data Harmonization – building on the results and lessons learned from the workshops organized with EurAsEC in Moscow in 2006 and Almaty in 2007, as well as the practical exercise of data analysis and harmonization in three documents carried out in Belgrade in November 2007 – organize initial research and training on how to do data analysis and harmonization on the basis of three trade documents (Customs Goods Declaration; Certificate of Compliance; and Certificate of Origin). The objective is to provide training to the participants on how to organize similar research and work on harmonization of data and their alignment with international standards. 

(3) The Single Administrative Document (SAD) – provide further analysis and best practice experience on data harmonization and alignment with international standards, as well as legal adjustments necessary to implement the SAD. 

All EurAsEC Member States and some neighbouring countries will participate. The Workshop will involve a range of representatives from different organizations including Customs services, Ministries of the Economy, Trade, Finance, and Transport, business associations and companies in the field of trade, transport, freight forwarding, etc. This would allow the workshop to contribute towards a public-private dialogue on trade facilitation and the implementation of the Single Window principle in international trade in the region.
