MOSCOW STATE REGIONAL UNIVERSITY (MSRU) and its educational programs on standards-related issues (November 2013)
MSRU ( Moscow State Regional University) performs a system of regional standards in the higher professional education of the Moscow region as a tool to improve the quality of education and its integration into the European educational space.

MSRU is the leading university of the Ministry of Education of the Moscow region. MSRU has an impressive history, in June 2013 the university turned 82.

Moscow State Regional University is a classic university with 15 faculties and 80 chairs/departments, more than 10,000 students, 800 post-graduate students and doctoral candidates.
Parallel to its pedagogical work, MSRU is working in classical areas related to the training of specialists for the national economy and social sphere: economy, law, psychology, pedagogy and defectological pedagogy.
MSRU competes with the top twenty classical Russian universities.
MSRU pays great attention to the development of international cooperation, in particular, under the current contract it conducts research in economics of education together with one of the universities of Germany.
There are 14 distinguished scientists of the Russian Federation teaching at MSRU, also 10 academicians of the Russian Academy of Sciences and members of the Russian Academy of Education, 204 professors and 396 associate professors, 30 lecturers are holders of various honorary titles of the Russian Federation, 11 are laureates of State Prize of USSR, and of the award of the Russian Federation President.

This structure of the university and its faculties allows it successfully carry out training of students for the following levels of training : Bachelor's degree - 48 profiles, Master’s degree - 30 programs, post-graduate school - 50 specialities - Doctorate - 19 specialities.

Today MSRU is an actively developing regional university, example is a research and educational center of MSRU in Pushchino in the field of biotechnology which is established in the framework of the functioning  biotechnological innovation territorial cluster Pushchino.

In addition MSRU is actively involved in various projects of federal and regional strategic development of the education system in Russia, one of which is the project of designing and implementing regional educational standards of the Moscow region, which is carried out by the Regional Centre of research, audit and evaluation of the quality of education in Moscow Region established and operating on the MSRU basis.
