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REGULATIONS AND GENERAL DATA ON RAIL TUNNEL SAFETY

In the territory of Lithuania there is one rail tunnel on the line Vilnius — Kaunas (1252 m. length, gauge— 1520 mm.) built in 1862.

Question 1 - Are there any legislation, regulations, recommendations on safety in rail tunnels in your country (dealing with geometry, infrastructure, equipment, signalling, operation, traffic, train operator education and training, etc.)? If yes, please give details and provide all documents.


Safety in rail tunnels is regulated by the regulations approved by the Director General of JSC “Lithuania Railways” — infrastructure manager. The regulations include the following requirements on tunnel maintenance and safety:

Regulation On Structure Maintenance No 147/K (Tunnel Maintenance And Other References, Chapter 14; Tracks On The Bridges And In The Tunnels, Chapter 8; Viaducts, Pedestrians Bridges And Tunnels, Chapter 13). — Dealing with infrastructure and maintenance. Issued in 2001, available only in Lithuanian.


1.2.
Rules On Track Maintenance K/Ill (Track On The Bridges And In The Tunnels, Chapter 5, 9).
— Dealing with infrastructure and maintenance. Issued in 2000, available only in Lithuanian.


1.3.
Rules On Track, Structure Maintenance Safety And Sanitation K/l28 (Safety At Work And Inspection Of Tunnels, Chapter 9,4). — Dealing with workers safety. Issued in 2000, available only in Lithuanian.


1.4.
Temporary Technological Standards T-2 1000 On Rail Transport automatics and Telemechanics. The document includes the requirements on warning signalling in the tunnels. Issued in 1985, available only in Russian.

Question 2 - Do you consider the above texts sufficient? If not, please give details.

The requirements of documents mentioned are sufficient enough, therefore there is no need to make changes in their texts.

Question 3 - Is your authority considering any changes in the above texts? If yes, please give details and provide the current drafts.

There is no plan to make changes in tunnel maintenance documents at present.

Question 4 - Is there any special methodology for risk assessment and risk management for tunnels in your country?

Question 5 - Does your country classify rail tunnels, or envisage doing so in future, by the risk of accident associated with them? If yes, please provide details and documents.

There is no special classification of rail tunnels, because there is only one rail tunnel.
