Following the discussions concerning the programme of work at the last session (TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/92, paras. 98-100), the autumn 2003 session of the Joint Meeting will be divided into two parts:

· First part: 1 to 10 September 2003;

· Second part: 13 to 17 October 2003.


This agenda concerns both parts, and so as to make the most of the working time, the adoption of the report of both parts will take place on 17 October.

As a result of this reorganization, the session of the Joint Meeting scheduled in Bern from 22 to 26 March 2004 is cancelled.  The seventy-fifth session of the Working Party on the Transport of Dangerous Goods (WP.15), scheduled in Geneva from 3 to 7 November 2003, is postponed until the week of 19 to 23 January 2004.
