A. PROPOSAL

Paragraph 7.1.4.2., amend to read:

"7.1.4.2.
It may exceed the value by 4 per cent in the case of radial-ply tyres and 8 per cent in the case of diagonal (bias-ply) tyres.  However, for tyres with nominal section width exceeding 305 mm intended for dual mounting (twinning), the value determined pursuant to paragraph 7.1.1 above shall not be exceeded by more than 2 per cent for radial-ply tyres with nominal aspect ratio higher than 60 or 4 per cent for diagonal (bias-ply) tyres ."

JUSTIFICATION

The proposed amendment intends to harmonize Regulation No. 109, para. 7.1.4.2. with para.6.1.4.2 of Regulation No. 54, as modified by Amendment 2.  In the existing versions the overall width of a tyre 315/60 R 22.5 cannot exceed the value calculated by the formula S=S1+K(A-A1) by 4% in Regulation No. 54 and by 2% in Regulation No. 109.

(For a new tyre 315/60 R 22.5 the maximal acceptable width is 326 mm and for a retreaded tyre the maximal width cannot exceed 319 mm.
