Minutes of the NRMM WG Editorial Committee Meeting 

Ispra, 17 – 19 April 2007

The chairman of the NRMM working group, Giovanni De Santi, welcomed the participants and he emphasized the importance of making a coordinated effort to finish the review of the second level draft of the GTR document. All experts agreed.
The minutes of the previous meetings and the draft agenda were reviewed. No remarks were noted, so both documents are approved.
R. Hummel reported that the GRPE has welcomed and adopted the preliminary and progress report in its January 2007 session. GRPE has also given full support to the proposal to accompany the GTR with a guidance document. 
The preliminary and progress report is now the working document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2007/43 on the WP.29 website and it will be presented at the AC.3 meeting in June (agenda item 19.9).

R. Hummel will try to understand the possibilities of presenting the legal and guidance text on the WP.29 webpage. 

At the Ottawa NRMM meeting the complete first level draft of the NRMM GTR was distributed. The experts decided to concentrate for the moment on chapter 7, i.e. the test procedure. The second level document of chapter 7 was distributed before the Frankfurt meeting in December 2006. 
In Frankfurt the second level review started, completing a first part of the document. All comments were collected into a summary document and distributed immediately at the end of the meeting.

In Ispra this review continued. Again all comments were collected and shared with the experts at the end of the meeting. Additionally, all relevant documents (see Annex 1) were distributed again to the participating experts at the end of the meeting. 
In the September 2004 Ann Arbor meeting the NRMM working group agreed to include mass and molar based calculations in the NRMM GTR. Dr Knuth showed in his analysis that the overall results are the same. In the January 2005 San Antonio meeting the experts agreed to present the two calculations in a parallel fashion to maximise transparency. This approach was presented in September 2006 in the Ottawa NRMM WG meeting.  Deviating from this decision, the experts agreed in April 2007 to place all the calculations in separate appendices: one appendix for the complete mass ISO based calculation and a second for the complete molar Part 1065 based calculation. The following experts agreed to support the work on the calculation appendices: Dr. Walter Knuth for the mass based calculations and Dr. Shirish Shimpi / Cle Jackson for the molar based calculations. Jürgen Stein asked to be informed about any deviation of the mass based equations with respect to their original ISO formulation. This approach should represent a good and acceptable compromise in order to save the original spirit of the different methodologies, even though it might diminish the transparency of parallel calculation steps. 

The numbering of the GTR text will be corrected to the GTR format in a later more finalised version. 

A. Stark suggested to ask the experts to send their contributions regarding the second level draft to the NRMM secretariat in order to share all concerns or improvements immediately with the group. This would help to prepare for the next meeting. He also suggested to indicate deadlines for each section. The chairman welcomed this proposal. C. Jackson presented an EPA timeline for this action. 

H. Knuth indicated that some aspects of the European test procedure are still missing in the draft document. R. Hummel asked H. Knuth if he would help to identify these missing elements by sending a detailed list. 

A. Stark suggested preparing a PDF file containing all MS word sub sections in one single document. 

The experts welcomed the idea of presenting the draft GTR as informal document to the GRPE at its January 2008 meeting.

The dates were accepted by all members of the editorial committee.

All experts agreed that the presence of all members of the editorial committee is indispensable for the success (usefulness) of the meetings.

 It was also decided that all meetings of the editorial committee would be limited to its members. C. Jackson pointed out that 1 or 2 additional EPA experts could be invited on specific issues. 

Having completed the agenda, the chairman thanked all the WG members for their participation and closed the meeting.
